THE CHEI8TIAS BROTHERS TEH ONTARIO BANK.THE OLD WORLD'S NEWS.ImiI The Largest Find round This Century on Exhi­
bition to London.

On Saturday night, Nov. 12, one of the 
great diamonds of the world—the largest, 
according to Mr. -Edward Streeter, which 
has been found thie century—was exhibited 
in London. It waa discovered in the claim 
of Mr. Porter Rhodes, in she Kimberly 
mine, South Africa, and by its remarkable 
whitroess completely disposes of the charge 
against Africa of being the nurse 
of tawny diamonds. The surface dia­
monds had, indeed, a yellow hue, 
biit now that the miners have gone below the 
trap, they find in Jagerefontein and other 
famous regions of the Griqua diamondfields 
the clearest blue-white stones. The Porter 
Rhodes diamond was brought to light on 
Feb. 12, 1880, and before it left the dia­
mond fields £500 which was placed to the 
credit of the local hospital, hadjbeen paid 
by spectators to see it, and £60,000 had 
been offered for it in vain by a syndicate of 
London jewellers. It (weighs 150 carats, u 
still uncut, but is so cloven that the table 
and one of-the “steps” are already formed, 
and it will lose less than most diamonds in 
the Cutting, being expected to produce a 
net weight of about 100 carats when it as­
sumes the form of a brilliant Its great 
purity of Color and compactness of shape 
make it a beautiful object, even in its pre­
sent rongh state..

Mr. Streeter "shows 
other famous diamonds, the Koh-t-hoor 
(106 1-16 carats), with which Mr. Rhodes 
has been emtbled, by the queen’s permission, 
to compare it at Windsor, the Star cf the 
South (the great Brazilian stone), the 
Dresden Drop, etc., together with the 
unique jewel the Macltel diamond, in which 
a smaller stone has been embedded ’ by 
some freak of nature. It was interesting 
to compare with these gems the more 
valuable jewel from South Africa, and the 
comparison was enjoyed on Saturday by a 
numerous company, among whom were 
many of the members of the Corps Diplo­
matique, Mr. Childers, Lord E. Churchill 
and others. The diamond was shown to 
the quden and to Princess Beatrice and the 
Duke of Albany at Osborne in January of 
this year, and her majesty presented Mr. 
Rhodes on that occasion with a /vetch, 
which he showed on Saturday with as much 
pride as his big diamond. -
