The Real Objects of tme Expedition of
De Brazza apd Stanley; lons of
the, African Tnternational Association.

The respective exjeditions of De Brazza,
on behalf of a French society, and H. M.
Stanlay, on behalf of King Leopold of Bél-
gium, are just now engaging a good deal of
attention throughout the civilized world,
There does not' seem 16’ exist, “however, s
clear understanding of ‘the dbjects of the
rival éxplorers, but tke Yollé,winf'g‘ letter
sheds considerable light on’the subject, and
therefore affords interesting reading:

Since our Jast council meeting my;dear
husband and I have visited Brussels and had
long interviews ‘both with M, Straugh, the
secretary  of the ifiternational association;
a0d with his majesty Leopold, thesecond
king of the Belgians, The result is very
: datisfactory to us, and will, we doubt not,
prove so t6 you, clearipg up the obacurity
of Stanley’s position and of .the relation of
the African Internstional association to the
commercial - company ‘the Comite ‘detudes
du haut Congo. “Yod sre aware that we

were not sure whether or no these two were
nof antagonustic, t h both carry the in-
ternational flag. Stanley’s comduct to our
mission as agent to the latter seemed at di-
rect variance to the principles of the former,
and it was impossble for our brethren
on_ the Congo to kmow  whether
theL were to regard . him as a
philanthropic explorer in the interests of
Africa, or as a selfish trader working for
his own interest, We learn at Brussels
that he is neither one nor the other, but
simply a paid servant of ‘the king; aund
though entrusted with largs powers as to
the executive, he has no disoretion as to the
eneril plan of the enterprise, but receives
ﬁi- irections from the king,

The International association and the
Comite du haut sre, to all intents and pur-
poses, one snd the same thing; thst is to
say, thoy seck the sameo end by two differ-
ent ways. The former embraces all parts
of Central Africa, the latter is limited to
the Congo; the former includes represents-
tives of the geographical society of all
Europe, the latter 1s directed by the king
alone. Leopold II. realizing shat the civil-
ization of Africa_must be brotight about by
means of commerce, and reslizing also the
extreme danger involved to an uncivilizad
people :by: the. . introductisn * amongst
them of . the 'ordinswy selfish types
has set his heart on saving the Cougo
valley ‘and Central Africa if pouiﬁv
from being merely farmned for the benefit of
FEaropean nations and commercial firms,
He bas set his mind on securing for it, as
far as posrible, protection against 1njustice,
oppression, demoralization and slavery,such
as have fallen on other parts of the conti-
nent, He contemiplates the formation ulti-
mately of & large commercial company some-
what of the nature of our old Kast India
company, only internatioral in character;
and he intends, when his presest operations
are completed, to hand over to such a com-
pany the entire résults of his enormous out.
lay if they will agree on their part to carry
on the commerce to be 'developed by them

this outlay, and even a larger one'shonld it
be ‘necessary, until his end is' accomplished
and he can present’to Burope an open way
into the heart of Africa, He is having sur-
veyed one” or two different lines to #ee
which wonld be the best for a railroad;and
indeed the wisdom  and  moble liberallty
with which bé is carrying ‘out his plans as-
tonishes and delights us, . Though a catho-
lic, he is heartily in favor of protestant
missions, and would be glad to employ
gnteltnnh and lishmen in his work if

e could get them of suitayle talents.

The contracts which Stanley is, at his
majesty’s wish, making with the native
chiefs, snd which have the effect of tem-
porarily excluding traders as far as
they extend, are simply intended as
a means of firuerving these tribes from
spoliation, e expressed -himselt only too
willing to give us ground at all kis siations
and to render us every assistance and pro-
tection in bis power; and he writes by this
mail to Stanley to desire him to forward
our views in every way and to restore the
land at North Goma's town ‘if’ it'has been
taken away which he does not seem to
thiok likely, unless throngh some complete
misunderstanding of Braconrier Sta ’s
subordinste, The inflaenics the King most
.dreads seeirg established’ on the Congo is of
course that of Portugal, as judging from
the past it is easy to guess what the effect
of Portugtiese government would be on the
Congo.

As regards De Brazz: and the French,
his majesty’s feeling is only one of regres
that they should ‘propose to farm the coun-
try tor the benefit of France instead of civ-
inzing it for its own sake.. He says that
Stanley has the most definite instructions
never to fight save in self-defence,
snd that such will be his course
is evident from what had already
transpired. When he reached Stanley
pool and was confronted by De Brazza’s op-
position he could easily have put an end to
it by force, as there was only ome , or two
colored ien in charge of the French flag,
and he way acompanied by a large baod
of strougly-sr.ie . [Hllowers, He did not
do thi«, but cro.sed to the other side, show
in% the pacit ¢ nature of bhis poliey. This
a1l be maintained, and as De Brazza as-
sured vs when'he visited us that he too
shoald only fight in self defence, we
may hops that there will be no blocdshed,
but that De Brazzi will be content 10 re-
maip in the territory he has anuex-d for
France north of Stanley pool. 1t is with
deep regret however, that we saw in the
S andard of May 19 that the French govern-
ment has just deqded, on sending out a
huydred chousand . flint  guns or fowling
picces. It is true that the premier asserted
that these guns were merely to be used as
carrent coin in Africa, but it follows none
toe less that France is arming the natives
f the Ogewey istrict aod thus remder-

competent man makes application therefor
at 8600 a year he is invarirbly met with the
reply, £‘Oh I can go up to a bureau and get
aman for §6 or a girl for §56 per week, and
that will suit me,”

Now, what are the shorthanders to do?
Snbmit to this sort of thing or rise up en
masse against such an outrage as that which
is being perpetrated upon the whole phono-
graphic community, - I for one am averse
to the employment of lady phonographers
or the recoguizing of them in the profession,
The reason why those ‘‘so-called thieves”,
(not teachbers, for I contend that a short-
hand writer to amount to anything must be
a self-madé mav) employ lady phongraph.
