TWhat the Sanitary Experts Say.

We, the undersigned, having been invit-
ed by Dr. Allen to examine into the work-
ing of the Health Department, and feeling |
a deep interest in sanitary matters in con-
nection with the city, desire to make the
following statement:

1. With regard to the action taken re-
specting nuisances and insanmitary econdi- |
tions. The. allegatiou having been made
“‘that so imperfect was the system that it
was found impossible to trace the work
done,” we examined this system from be-
ginning to end. We took out 2t random,
making the choice ourselves, certain cases,
and the officials were easily able Lo trace
them trom the time the complaint was
wmade to the final disposition of the matter,
and to refer us to written records of what
had been done. ;

2, In regard to infectious diseases we
found all blank forms and registers neces-
sary to present a history of the action
taken. Of thesé we could give a detailed
statement, but do not consider it necessary,
inasmuch as the system has not been here
questioned. We wish, however, to state as
a fact, that on looking over the registers
for a whole year we found that the cases
averaged in the West End nine per diem,
