The
reserve -price on * Lakeside Hall” and
its grounds was $25,000. The highest
bid was $16,200, and no sale; was made.

PASSENGER STEAMER WRECKED.

A Terrible ‘n-'o On a Rdcky Shore at
New Zealand—A EBrave
Reseue.

NS.W. Nov. 1,—Many lives
by the wreck of the Union
line steamer Wairarapa, bound from this

rt for Auckland, New eZaland, Sun-
g:y night, on Grand Barrier Island, off
the nogheut coast of New Zealand. The
steamer had a #arge number of passen-

ers, and 112 of them ‘were drowned.
g‘he number .of saved is not positively
known, but among the.rescued aresome
of the passengers. The night was very
dark, and the officers dnd. look-out on,
thé steamer were ignorant of the prox-
imity of land until the steamer struck
on the rocks. Capt. McIntosh, master of
the Wairarapa, was on the bridge at the
time. He, together with most of the
crew, was lost.

The vessel struck on the rocks at mid-
night. The sea was very rough and the
night very dark. All of the passengers
were in bed, As soon as the ship struck
the life-belts were served out to the pas-
‘sengers, @mong ‘whom, f@lthough they
were fully aware of their danger, there
was no panic, y

An attempt was made to launch the life
boats, but the sea was so heavy: that
several of the boats .were capsized and
many persons were diowned.

Some succeeded in getting @shore by
means of lines which were sent to the
mainland attached to rafts.

The sea broke over the ship, sweeping
a great many passengers from the bridge,
upon which they had crowded.

Other passengers and some of the crew
took refuge in the (rigging. At day-
break two men swam aghore with lines
and the survivors were landed.

Two passengers were drowned by los-
ing their hold upon the line. The survi-
vors were scantily elad @nd remained
upon the rocks 80 hours, subsisting upon
oranges that had been Washed from the
wregk, which was rapidly going to pieces.
The unfortunates were finally discover-
ed by Maori boats, and with the aid of
assistance obtained from Port (Fitzroy.
tlllsy were rescued and made comifort-
able, .

One account says that Capt, McIntosh,
with 28 of his crew and 111 passengers,
were drowned. Another report says that
81 passengers and 40 of the crew were
saved and landed at Auckland, and about
20 of the crew and 08 passengers were
drowned. ]

“The Amazons,” presented at the
Grand for the first time last night, is
the most charming pomedy, production
seen lere in years. The comedy is the
latest Work of the cleverest of living
dramatists, and it i8 interpreted by
actors, at least half a dozen of whom
possess unique and individual -talents.
The auditor leaves the house with a
lasting sensation of delight and a feel-
ing that nothing is wanting in the piece
or the production. !

Lady Castlejordan was an adorer of
physical strength, and she had a hus-
band who satisfied her ideal.

She has
seen’ & rough strike a woman, and gone
for him with scientifie fists, and after
she has settled him and been a perfect
little man she has turned intq a gwoman,
and fainted into the arms of a'specta-
tor, Lord Letterly, & handsome you
man with’ whom she falls in love. Lo
Letterly finds out the secret and follows
her down to Overcote Park. On the
same day the lover of the tomboy Lady
Thomasin, Lord Tweenwayes, an aristo-
crat, whose blue is too blue, to keep, him
warm, who is “bred too fige” in short,
and the lover of the [tender Lady Wil-
helmina, a volatile Frenchman, bappen
along.

An Attempt To Wreck a West Shore
Express Train Folled By a
iNervy Man. -

Buffalo, Nov. 2.—The local authorities
of the Lake Shore have been 2xtremely
reticent concerninz the details of the das-
tardly attempt made to wreck train No.
15, the Boston and Chicagzo Special, fear
Lake View, a short distance from this
city, early yesterday morning. It is
learned, however, from reliable sources
that an appalling catastrophe was
narrowly averted by the prompt action
on the part of George Ibach, a contrac-
tor and builder, whose home is near Lake
View. ¥
