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—Uur Sovereign Lady the Queen has just
completed another year of her life, and if she
should live until this time next month she
will have added another year to her reign.
The Queen has long since passed the three
score and ten years allotted to the generality
of mankind, and the present condition of her
health is such that she may easily reach the
octogenarian mile-post in life. At present
there is but one reign in English history
longer than the present one, viz., that of the
Queen’s grandfather, George the Third, who
reigned sixty years, one year longer than the
present reign  These two reigns are by far
the most important in the history of the
nation, inasmuch as the  former marks the
extension and lidation of the British
empire, while the latter is notable more for
the great advances in scientific investigation,
improvements in the laws and social and
political reform. Both reigns have produced
@ brilliant galaxy of public men, those of the
tormer period excelling in eloquence, and
those of the present reign in statesmanship.
The parliamentary speeches of Burke, Pitt,
Fox and Sheridan are i parable exampl
of the eloguence of modern times, and rank
easily alongside the orations of Demosthenes
and Cicero, and these great Englishmen up-
held the dignity of their country in very
stormy and troublesome times. Persuasive
eloquence was more of a power then than
now, because parliamens was not composed
of the intelligent body of people as we now
know it, but rather of men who looked to
others to think as well as speak for them,
and the statesman who could crush an ad-
versary by fiery eloquence, biting sarcasm or
scathing ridicule, won the support of his ad-
mirers; and knowing wherein their power
lay, these leaders cultivated to a high degree
the power of clear and forcible expression.
To-day things are different; men have learned
to think for themselves, and the expression
of a good opinion is as valuable, though it be
not clothed in flowery language. Hence
there is found in the British parliament at
the present time less passionate oravory, but
more sound wisdom than of yore. Measures
are regarded in their true light to-day, and
reasons must be presented to ensure their
success, The beginning of the present reign
was marked by the triumph of the principles
of several great reforms, such, for instance,
as the abolition of slavery, the emancipation
of the Catholics, the radical reformation in
the representation of the people in parlia-
ment and the repeal of the burdensome and
oppressive Corn Laws. Later on cameé the
Act for the removal of Jewish Disabilities,
allowing Jews to sit and vote in parliament,
a privilege extended to Catholics but a few
ears previously. Liberty of opinion andy
freedom of speech have thus been fully es
tablished. The Sovereign must be a member
of the Church of England, and so must the
Lord Chancellors, for they are the keepers of
the Sovereign’s conscience, but beyond these
exceptions a man’s religion is no bar to his rise
in publiclife. Seventy-five yearsagoa Cath-
olic could not sit in parliament; to-day the
Chief Justice of England is a Catholic. Fifty
years ago a Jew was under like disabilities,
but since then a Jew has been premier of
England. These and many other things
mark the progress of reform and civilization
during the present reign.

It is not a great while back that debtors
were imprisoned at the time the wiit of
summons was served, and kept in close con-
finement at the mercy of the creditor until
the debt was paid or until they could obtain
bail. Instances are on record of people
being locked up for as long as nineteen years
because they were unable to pay a paltry
debt or obtain discharge under bail. Now

it is practically impossible to get a man in
gaol for debt unless there is fraud in con-
nection therewith. These and many other
abuses have been swept -away until to-day
England is proud of the justice as well as
the'administration of her law. It was the
proud boast of Augustus that he found Rome
a city of brick and left it a city of marble.
Not less sweeping have been the reforms
touching the rights and privileges of the
British subject, and no” less_proud could be
the boast of the British Queen that all traces
of barbarism have been banished from her
realm and men have learned what the true
rights of their fellows are and to respect and
tolerate dissentient opinions in a broad-mind-
ed and impartial manner—a nobler boast by
far than that of the heathen Roman Em-
peror.

To-day Victoria reigns over a mighty em
pire, the foundations of which were laid by
the warlike Plantagenets and their prede-
cessors, the Anglo-Saxons, but the bounds
and dimensions of that empire have now
reached a magnitude never contemplated by
our forefathers in their wildest dreams of
imagination.

Admirals may command the support of
navies, generals the support of soldiers and
statesmen the support of their constituents,
but probably there is no other person in the
world so heartily beloved by such a vast
people as is our Queen. She lives and will
live in the hearts of her people, long to be
remembered as a noble woman and a gracious
sovereign.

“God save Victoria Queen,
Long may she live and reign,”

is the fervent prayer that at this season of
the year springs from millions of hearts of
her loving and loyal subjects.
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—Ix Russia the pecple are celebrating the
coronation of the Czar at his inland capital
with festivitiés of unwonted splendor. The
mention of the name of Russia calls up sad

,recollections of peasants, exiles in Siberia,
murdered Czars and other indications of
tyranny, misrule and cruel oppression, but
the grandeur of the last few days would seem
to indicate a relaxation of the despotic power
wielded by the Russian Bear. It hardly
appears possible how a single man canrulea
large Empire without first consulting the
representatives of his country, but the Czars
have done it. There is little of progression,
however, and the personal happiness of the
Czar has during many periods been anything
but desirable. ~ Visions of Nihilists with
bombs and the memory of former rulers ruth-
lessly killed by the mob have made & con-
stant supervision aond guard over the
Emperor’s life necessary. A few generous
concessions to his people would have the
effect of bringing about a state of harmony
hitherto scarcely known in Rassia. The
progress that invariably follows the teutovic
blood is markedly absent where no trace of
that blood can be found and Russia seems to
be more akin to the sluggish nations of Asia
than to the progressive states of North-
Western Europe,

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MONDAY’S RACES.
A GOOD ATTENDANGE ON THE FINE TRACK.

Bridgetown’s *“Sir Willlam” Captures First
Money in 2.25 Class at Halifax.

The principal attraction for the celebration
of the Queen’s birthday anniversary in this
town were the opening races on the Bridge-
town Driving Park, and as usual the atten-
dance was all that the directors anticipated,
some seven hundred availing themselves of
the privilege of witnessing the interesting
events of the afternoon’s programme.

By noon quite a large assemblage had
gathered from near-by places together with
a strong representation from Annapolis,
many of whom arrived in private carriages,
while a handsome buckboard, drawn by four
well-matched horses, driven by Mr. Sanford
Bishop, and tastily decorated with flags lent
an additional interest to the rapidly increas-
ing numbers. 5

Shortly before the hour for calling the
races, the 69th Batt. Band, under the leader-
ship of Mr. Horace Bishop, assembled on
Queen square, where one or two selections
were rendered, when they proceeded to the
track,—at which place they furnished the
music for the afternoon,—followed by the
large crowd who had come to take in the
turf events. :

At sharp 2 o'clock the gentlemen’s race
was called, Mr. E. Margeson acting asstart-
er, with R. E. Feltus, E. Ruggles and F. R.
Fay as judges. -

The entries for this class were: Josephine,
driven by her owner, Mr. Alcorn, of Berwick:
Prince, owned and driven by Mr. Herbert
Sancton; Maud M., owned and driven by
Mr. Wheelock Marshall; Nellie, driven by
Mr. Harry Bruce, of Brooklyn; Floss, by
Capt. M.  Munroe. ' This race was sharply
contested, and after four heats was won by
Mr. Marshall’s speedy mare siaud M., fast
est time 2.42, followed closely as a second by
Mr. Sancton’s Prince, Mr. Alcorn receiving
third money.

The four minute race—which is something
new and novel in the way of horse-racing—
was competed for by: lommy, owned and
driven by Arthur Marshall; Prince, owned
and driven by John Hall; Andrew, owned and
driven by H. Ruggles; Alcyon, owned and
driven by Mr. E. G. Langley, of the Grand
Central hotel; and the handsome gelding,
Don Quixote, owned by Dr. Rebinson, of
Annapolis, and driven by W. F, Gibbons,
the popular manager of the track. Although
this race is not intended as an exhibition of
speed, it created much merriment from the
fact that the drivers were deprived of their
time-pieces and had to rely solely upon their
judgment for securing the prizes by driving
the mile the nearest to four minutes, After
scoring a few times the word “go” was
given, and the race resulted in favor of our
veteran horseman, Mr. John Hall, of Law-
rencetown, winning first money, the second
prize falling to Tommy. Time, 3.394.

Between the above races a contest of speed

was given between Andrew, record 2.38, and
Minnie Gray, owned by E. Ruggles, Esq.,
record 2.30. Although neither of the above
horses have been fitted for speed this season,
they completed a fuil mile in 2.40, and after-
wards exhibited eighths in better than a 30
clip.
'g‘he bicycle entries hardly reached the ex-
pectations of the management, only two of
our local townsmen entering, viz , Mr. Frank
Gibson and Master Lorne Craig. This con-
test was won by Gibson in two straight
heats.

The track on this occasion has opened un-
der most favorable auspices, and we may
reasonably expect that when the programme
of the circuit races, to take place on the lst
of July, is announced, with special train
inducements and other leading attractions,
Bridgetown can expect one of the greatest
gala days ever witnessed in the county.

The most of his summer will prob-
ably be spent at Martha's Vineyard. A
portion of the commencement exercises at
Columbian University have already occurred
and the remainder will be held within a few
days. Dr. Whitman has just returned from
the Southern Baptist convention, held in
Tennessee, where, as at previous conventions
of that body he was a conspicuous figure.

—The Royal Society of Canada met last
week at Ottawa. A monument to Governor
Simcoe was recommended to be erected at
Niagara. The Council’sreport favorsa *‘Ca-
bot celebration,” on the ground that John
Cabot was the discoverer of Americaand the
pioneer of British exploration. All histor-
ians agree that Cabot discovered the conti-
nent of North America before Columbus
touched at Florida. It is proposed to erect
a monument to him at Sydney, C. B. The
next meeting will be at Halifax, Jane 24th,
of next year.

Capt. Charles Deering, of the side wheel
steamer Portland, running between St. John
and Portland, Me., will this month complete
50 years of steamboating, having commenced
as a pilot on the steamer 7. F. Secor, between
Bangor and Ellsworth, on May 15, 1846.

Capt. Deering was at one time captain of
the steamer Creole which ran between Boston
and St. John. The steamer afterwards ran
between St. John, Windsor and Annapolis,
and foundered in the bay on the trip from
St. John to Digby. Since leaving these
waters Capt. Deering has had a varied ex-
perience.
