Shipments by the Dominion Coal Company
for April amounted to 32,000 tons compared
with 30,315 tons last year, 5,854 tons in
1895 and 1,664 tons, in April 1894

The total amount of taxable property in
Parrsboro is estimated at $551,000, total
revenue from taxes etc. for the town in 1897
is estimated at $7,916, rate of taxation 1 per
cent.
