Silice that tiizue the proposai of lesseing the nînuiiber
on the teain has been gainiing more and more support-
urs; but, as the vote ofthe meeting showed later on, the
Canadian Union is not yet readv tb sanctian a fürtmer
reduction.

Stili, as a inatter of fact, the feeling in favor of sich, a
reduction seenis to be gaining grouifd, andi the objec-
tions in the way wviI1 probabiy soîne day be sticccssfnllly
overconie. Agaiinst those who favor tbe reduction in
the players tie Objection is raised that tlîey are trying
to brixxg iii tbe Ainerican gaine. 'rhnt is a iinistake.
Tliere is no question that amng all Canadian foot-
ballers the feeling is predoininanlt that the Anerican
inter-collegiate gaine is imot as good football as %we play
in Canada, is thorougbly ulisuited to tic country, and
its realization is too muîchi of a buisiness and ton little a
recreation. Every Canadiani foothaller wlîo lias gomme
to New Y or], iii recent years to viev tbc great gaines
there lias corne back sbrolngly iimnbued w~ith thetse senti-
iiients, and wiîl tbemi we niiost iîeartily agree. Iov-
ever, after due deliberation and arguments pro anmd con,
the Association decided against any further innovation,
and the motion %vas defeaied.

Further frielidly discîissiontook place on uiinior points
of difference iii the rides iii Ontario anmd Qîiebec, anid
the meeting then proceeded to thec lectiomi or officers
