MEDICAL UATRICULATION.

Yielding to the impevious necessity of
raising the standard of education in the
protession and in the province, the
Oatario Medical Council, at its annual
meeting  last  May, adopted a very
important amendment to the require-
ment for registration as a medical student
in Ontario. Hitherto the examination has
been a very flimsy affair ; medical matricul-
ation had become a by-word and a re-
proach.  Apart from the injury done to
the prestige of the profession by this low
standatd, there was a much more practical
and serious inconvenience arising “from
the ease with which students became
medical matriculants in Ontario. The
medical profession was becoming so over-

rowded that the practice of the province
could not afford a decent livelihood for
our doctors. There was selfishness, there-
tore, mingled with a high-minded zeal for
the interests of education, in the decision
arrived at by the Medical Council. ‘The
following clause indicates the preparation
that shall be exacted, henceforth from
intending medical students:

Everyone desirous of being registered as a
matricnlated medical student i the register of
this college, except as is hereinafter provided,
must, on and after November 1st, 1897, present to
the registrar of the college the official certificate of
having passed the departmental pass arts matri-
culation examination with not less than second-
class honours in each of the following subjects :—
English, physics, chemistry, botany and zoolugy,
or, in licu thereof, an official certificate of having
passed the departmental pass arts: examination,
and in addition thereto a certificate of having
passed not sooner thanin the ensuing year the
arts examination held at the-end of the first year

of the university course by a recognized univer-
sity. .
