CUIRENT TRADE CONDITNS-

ON fARIO.
A Toronto dealer who recently vis-

ited Geurgian Bay points states that
there is uich activity inU the shipping
of luiuber. Considerable stock sola
soute tune ago is yet at the uills,
but. it is beuig clearet ouit as spedctly
as puSili Lu liil Lut lui Ut fnew

cut. 'Ilte numuber uinquiries received
lor stock shows nu laiug uit, and it
is expectett that a brisk lail tradu
will be expurienced. Larger ship-
ments than usual have been made to
Chicugo' this seasun, andMitciigai
dealers hae buught quite liberally ou
account ouf tie decrcasd supply lu
that state. Log run white pîe on
the Georgian Lay briugs iromt >17 tu
$18. Norway pine is meeting with a
good deinand, and reccut sales have
been at satisfactory ligures. Local
trade throughout the province is a
little quiet, Uie demtand lron retailers
having declinud oun account o a lall-
mng oit in the prospective grain crop.
lu Toronto building lumubur is beng
called for noderately, but retailers
report less activity than carlier in
the seuson. The outiouk lfor ard-
woods is still untcertai, althougli
mnanufacturers appear to have every
confidence that the demand will im-
prove and that the present prices will
bc mnaintained. It is repurted that
the combine of furniture manufac-
turers is mnaking a strong effort to
depress hardwood prices in the hope
o! buying at rock-bottoum figures.

QURIIIC AND NEW IRUNSWICK.
The shipments of lumber fium the

St. Lawrence to the United Kingdon
during the mouth of July werc com-
paratively light. N.ttwii.t.hndîng
that the low freights aie an incenltive
to send gouds forward, it tu expcted
that the exports froum nuw until the
clone of the scason will be lum:ted, as
shippers recognize the nccessity of
giving the British market an oppor-
tunity to recover. A few vessels have
been chartercd for Septeinber and
October loading at 45 shillings, tu
Liverpool and London. Quebec spruce
deals arc a little stronger. A higher
market for spruce is expccted in the
Eastern States this ifal. Clapboards

arc selling quite ircely, as as alsu cc-
dar shingles, but very few sales of
the latter have as yct beon mutade
abouve $À.eu, un B&.tU îatt ui
Ireight, althougi 53 is gneiurally pre-
dicted by the lcading manufacturers.
Fully tweity million fect of logs arc
hung up on the St. John river, and
cannot bc inoved before the falt rais,
and perhaps not itil next spring.

UIIb ST AIIUS.

The only conclusion that can be
reached fremut a suiimary of reports
is that the white pine trade of the

United States is in a imost prosper-
ous condition. Notl or many years
lias the stock of unsold lumnber in the
Lake Superior district been so snall.
At Ashland, Wis., the stock o unsold
Norway and white pile is but o,-
ooo,ooo leet, as compared with

75,000,000 Icut at the same tiuc last

year. Mdost of the large imills have
contracted for the bulk of thUir sea-
soun a cut, Chic.agu parties having beut
heuvy buyers oi late. No. 4 boards
are now selling in luluth at bio.oo,
short N'Çorway at ilO.75, and 6-inch
strips at$u5.So. 'helah market is
strong, No. i white pline bringing
b2.75% and No. i Norvay a2.0 tou

>2.25. I the Satgmtaw valley white
piste s inuving freely and prices are
stilleiiing, as stocks are omellwhlat
brobent. Log rua is ield at 5 8 tu
to e22, box at 5 to 6ib, and uill
culls at $12. £h castern wholesale
markets are not as active as they
have becu, but dealers have enougnt
orders ahead to kep thein.busy for
several weceks. Notwithstanding
large rccipts, there is stilL a scarcky
of line conunon and better at Tona-
wanda and Buffalo. Prices generally
arc firu, with the exception of box
lumuber, which is unsettled. Sote
dealers are reported to be ollering
tliu dass ut luusr ai. a reduutlin ut

Si per thousand rom late quotations.
Sucli action is believed to bc unwar-
zanted, and thier dealczs have ieluseud
to mcet the cut and vill hold ther
sutock.. until they can get waIat they
regard as a fair price. The sprut.c
trade is not active, but rcceut unquir-
ics have developed a scarcity in cer-
tain sizes in the lands of New York
and Boston dealers. Spruce lath us in
guod demand. The tot.n of the liard-
wood market is strunger. luquirtes
arc bccoming more nunerous, whicl
Icads to the conclusion that a brisk
fail trade will dcvclop. Sote dealers
report a good trade in birch.
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
