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oid type and death in a few days. He very jnstlf observes,
¢ that death from o trifling an accident, is not to be so much

‘wondered at, when we daily see that an impression made upon

a small part of the nervous system, may derange and ulti-
mately destroy the functions of the whole animal machine.”
Oue of the cases which he relates, was occasioned by a slight
fall, and the ather came on gradually without any apparent
cause, but they both terminated fatally; they are the only
cases which he has ever met with in all his practice,

.We now come to the Tusep Cuarrew, on cases in chich
the Synovial Membrune has undergonc ¢ morbid change of

struclure.

The author speaks of a morbid alteration of structure in
the synovial membranes,which, in his opinion, is as peculiar
to.the joints alone, as the tubercles are to the lungs,

These peculiar morbid changes which he has discovered in
the stracture of joints, seem. to us to correspond fairly with
the cancerous condiliohis of other parts, and with that affece
tion of the bones which authors have called osteo-sarcomaor
caacer of hones. Ile compares it with scirrhus of the breast,
the medullary sarcoma, or fungus hematodes of the testicle,
and numerons other daseascs in which the natural structurs:ef.
the affected organ is destroyed, and a new aod different one
is added in its place.
