for the sacred season of Christmas in this
pretty church are superior to any'hing yet at-
tempted since. its erection.

King,” on crimson sorolls in’ white letters, and
vice versa alternately ;- the background of each
soroll being formed of a large spruce star. 'On
the east end of the' church 'are large banners
with the texts * Unto Us & Child is Born " and
