DESECRATION OF OUR GRAVEYARDS,

Even the last resting places of our dead are
not respected by men who are anxious to ac-
quire wealth speedily.

Constable Baignet, who has
special charge of the Roman Catholic Ceme-
tery, received some private information
that John Shaver, marble cutter, who
keeps his plsce of business in close
proximity to the cemetery entrance, had
taken tombstones from several graves and
brought them to the workebop where thoy
would be trausformed and resold. The con-
stable approached one of Shaver's workmen
named Arthur Bourdeau, and elicited from
him several imporiant details upoa the
strength of which a search warrant wag issued
vesterdsy. ‘The High Constable, Mr.
Bissonette, and wnother official joined
Baignet and Bourdeau at Cots des Neiges and
vigited the work shop of Shaver. The party
came across two marble slabs which were
pointed out by Bowrdesv, as having been
taken from the graves and as having been
polished by bim on Shaver’s order. Mr.
Bigsonstte asked the marble cufter why he
thus took the slabs ; ‘the lattex answered that
he bonght them, but on being asked from
whom, be could not tell.

A feature of this unholy trade is rela-
tive to the conduct..of the guardian of
the cemetery, Mr. Deschamps. It seems
that when these sacriligious thefta were
committed, the guardiau was informed
of tha fact by one Hormidas Beaulieu, who
wes then in the employ ¢f Mr. Shaver, and
who helped to cars the tomb stones from the
greye yard. This accurred a few days before
All Saint’s Day of last year, and the guardian
instead of informing the authorities, kept the
affair quiet, It remained for Constable
Baignet to get a chance hint about the affair
to expose the guilty partiesand to bring them
to justice.—Montreal Post.
