For pavements and sidewalks and materials for the same,
the quantities are approximately what will be required.
For general supplies the quantities are not fixed, those
mentioned in the forms of tender are only approximate,
being the quantities used last year the contractors will
have to supply whatever quantities may be required by
the different devartments of the Municival service,
