As to the claim in respect of the vessel “ Favourite ” it is
adindged and determined that the United States of America
are liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and we assess
and award the amount of compensation to be paid on account
thereof to Great Britain on behalf of the owners, master,
- officers, and crew of the vessel (exclusive of the net interest of
said Alexander McLean) as follows, that is to say: 3,202
dollars, with interest from the 10th September, 1886, until
this day, amounting to 2,165 dol. 8¢, and making a total of
principal and interest of the sum of 5,367 dol. 8c.

As to the claim in respect of the vessel “W. P. Sayward,”
it is adjudged and determined that the United States of
America are liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and we
assess and award the amount of compensation to be. paid on

account thereof to Great Britain, on behalf of the owners,
" master, officers, and crew of the vessel, as follows, that is to
say: 12,537 dol. 50¢, with interest from the 10th September,
1887, until this day, amounting to 7,725 dol. 22¢, and making
a total of principal and interest of the sum of 20,262 dol. 72¢c.

As to the claim in respect of the vessel ““ Anna Beck,” it is
adjudged and determined that the United States of America
are liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and we assess
and award the amount of compensation to be paid on account
thereof to Great Britain, on behalf of the owners, master,
officers and crew of the vessel, as follows, that is to say:
21,692 dol. 50¢, with interest from the 10th September, 1887,
until this day, amounting to 13,366 dol. 19¢, making a total of
principal and interest of the sum of 35,058 dol. 69c.

As to the claim in respect of the vessel ““ Alfred Adams,”
it is adjudged and determined that the United States of
America are liable to Great Britain in respect thereof, and
we assess and award the amount of compensation to be paid
on account thereof to Great Britain, on behalf of the owners,
master, officers, and crew of the vessel, exclusive of the net
interest of Alexander Frank, who at the time of the Conven-
t:on was a citizen of the Umted States, and domiciled therein,
and has so remained as follows, that is to say: 10,124 dollars,
with interest from the 10th September, 1887, until this day,
amounting to 6,238 dol. 7c, and making a total of principal and
interest of the sum of 16,362 dol. 7ec.
