ARTICLE 15

The present Agreement shall supersede the Agreement of 26th Novemb.er’
1918, and its provisions regarding the rights and functions of the Commissio
shall be applicable to the cemeteries, graves and memorials established un .

In addition, it is hereby expressly recognised that the rights enjoyed b)e’
the Commission under the Agreement of 26th November, 1918, are to
preserved and continued by the present Agreement.
