(g) To approve the Rules of Procedure of the Executive Council submitted 
by the latter;

(h) To establish such subsidiary organs as it finds necessary for the 
exercise of its functions in accordance with this Convention ; 2/

17. The Conference of the States Parties shall, after the expiry of five 
and ten years from the entry into force of this Convention and at such other 
times within that time period as may be agreed on, meet in special sessions to 
undertake reviews of the operation of this Convention. Such reviews shall 
take into account any relevant scientific and technological developments. At 
intervals of five years thereafter, unless otherwise agreed upon by a majority 
of the States Parties, further sessions of the Conference of the States 
Parties shall be convened with the same objective.

2/ It has been proposed that a Fact-finding Panel be established as a
subsidiary body.
