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of the Board adopted by a two-thjrds majority of the meberB present and

voting, on the basis of a draft prepared by the Programme and Budget Canittee.

2. The scale of assessments shall be based ta the extent possible on the

soaie most recently employed by the UJnited Nations. No ?4ember shall be

assessed more than twenty-.five per cent of the regular budget of the Organization.

Article 16

Voluntary contributions ta the Organizatin

Subject ta the f inancial regulations of the Organization, the

Direct or-General, on behalf of the Organisation, may accept volwitary con-

tributions ta the Organization, including giuts, bequests and subventions,

made to the Organization byr goverments, intergovermaental or non-governuental

organisations or other non-governmental scurces, provided that the conditions

attached to such voluntary contributions are consistent with the objectives

and policies af the Organisation.

Article 17

Industriel Developuent Fond

In oriier ta increase the resources of the Organisation and to enhance îte

ability to seet proeptly and flexibly the needs of the developing countries,
the Organîzation shaîl have an Industrial Developsent Found. which will be

financed through the voluntary contributions ta the Organization provided for

in Article 16, snd other incame as may be provided for in the financial

regulations of the Organization. The Director-General shall admnister the

Industrial Developsent Pund in accordance with the Seneral policy goidelias

governing the operatione of the Pond that are established by the Conference,

or by the Board acting on behalf of the Canierenoe, and in accordance with the
financial regulat ions of the Organisticm.

Any agreoemnt concluded ini accordano. with Article 63
of the Charter shall requis'. the. approval of the, Conference, by a two-thirds
uajority of the Nuabers present and vol ing, upon the. recoexsendatton of the.

Board.
