
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVEN
0F THE UNITED REPUBLIC 0F TANZANIA CONCERNING THE PROVI5I
0F MILITARY TRANSPORT AND LIAISON, AIRCRAFT TO TANZANIA

The Government of Canada and the Government of the United Reput
of Tanzania, hereinafter referred to as "Canada" and "Tanzania" respectivi

Considering that Canada is co-operating with Tanzania in the establish0n
of a Tanzanian forces air wing and intends to provide military transport
liaison aircraft for this air wing,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
In this Agreement,
(a) "The aircraft" means military transport or liaison aircraft which

be provided free of charge by Canada to, Tanzania for the Tanz3'n
forces air wing;

(b) "related equipment" means such spare parts and support equiPnl
for the aircraft as Canada may provide free of charge.

Article II
Tanzania will assume titie to the aircraft and related equipment W91

duly authorized representatives or agents of Tanzania accept them follffi
their arrivai in Tanzania.

Article III
Canada will pay the cost o! transporting the'aircraft and related equiPrI

from Canada to an agreed destination in Tanzania.

Article IV

the general principles of international law respecting liability, for
dlaims arising during the period between acceptance of theaire
by Canada from the supplier and transfer o! ownership to T aný

after the ownership of the aircraft is transferred to Tanzanial

(c) Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraphs (a) and (b) abOve
(i) Tanzania shall waive ail dlaims against Canada for anY 15

damage to property owned by Tanzania or for death orin
sustained by any o! Tanzania's officers, servants, ermployees
agents, including members o! the Tanzania Armned Forces, W
are in any manner attributable to or occasioned by the operats
the aircraft during the period between acceptance o! the ai.c
by Canada from the supplier and the transfer of ownersli
