The Canadian feature film industry bas experi-
enced an impressive growth over the past ten years.

In the early Sixties, except for a few long docu-
mentaries produced by the National Film Board for
public-owned Canadian Broadcasting Corporation
televisian, very few feature films were made in
Canada.

This era has corne ta an end: in 1969, 33 feature
films were produced in Canada, 22 in the private
sector, ten by the National Film Board and one by
the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation. Of this ..
number, 19 were in French and 14 in English; 21
were produced in Montreal.

Feature-film production continued ta increase in
1970 and although the distribution of Canadian
features (either French or English) can stili cause
serious problems, several af these new films have
already met with commercial success in Canada.
