SAFECUARING 0F CUL.TURAL PROPERTY
The Hligh Contracin Paruies undertakce to prepare in timne cf peace for the safeguardlng ofcultural PrcPerty situated wlithin their cmi terrltory against the foxeseeable affects cf an azmedconflici. bytlngsimauesatbycnde g2 t.

Article 4

RESPECT FOR CULTURAL PROPERTy
1. Th i 4gh Contracting Parties undertake to respect cultural property sltuated whln their o«ntarfitoy as well as wfthin the terrltosy of other High Contracting Parties by rehlaning from any useof thie prcperty and ils immediate surrcundings or cf the. appliances in use for ils protection forpurpose wmi are fikely to expose it to destruction or damage i the event cf armed convlct;and by refralning ftam any act of hostllty dlrected against sucli property.
2. The obligations mentioned i paragraph 1 of the present Article may be waived only In caseswhere mnlltary necessity inperatively requires suci a waiver.
3. The 141gh Ccntractlng Partes furtier undertake 10 pmblblt, prevent and, if necessay. put astop to, any fore, cf thei pillage or rnisappropriaticn of, and any acts cf vandarlsm <irectedagainst, cultural prcperty. Thay shieN refain trom requisitioning mnovable culturel prcperty sluatedin the terrltcry of another High Contracting Party.

4. They shall refrain from any act dfrected by wey of reprisais against cultural propesty
5. No filgh Ccntracting Party mnay evada the obligations incumbent upon il under the presantArticle, i respect cf anotiier Higi Contracting Party, by reason cf the fact liat thme [Mler bas netappied fie masures cf safeguerd referred 0 i Article 3.

Article 5

OCCUPATION
1. Any 111gh Contracting Party i occupation cf the whole or part of the territory of another FfigiCcntracting Party shail as fer as possible support lthe conipetent national authorities of theoccupied country i safeguardlng and preservlng Its cultural ProPerty.
2. Should il prove necessary1 tlaite masures 10 preserve culturpl prcparty sltuafed i occupledterritoy and damaged by milayoperations, and should tha campaIent national autimoilas beunable to tais suaI, masurves, lie O=cpig Power ahall, as far as possble, and in closeo-operatlon iath mach ahorities, tae the. most necassary measure of praeuvallo.
3. Any High Ccnfracig Party afacs. government le oanfdered theïr legithunat. government byfmmbmr of a resistance movanient chai, ifposible. draw their attention to thme obigation toccmply wfth those provisions cf fhe Convention dealin wlth respect for culturel property.
