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Only "Canadians” may provide the following
commercial air transportation services:
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"domestic services" (air services
between points, or from and to the
same point, in the territory of
Canada, or between a point in the
territory of Canada and a point not
in the territory of another country);

"scheduled international services"
(scheduled air services between a
point in the territory of Canada and
a point in the territory of another
country) where those services have
been reserved to Canadian carriers
under existing or future air services
agreements;

"non-scheduled international
services" (non-scheduled air
services between a point in the
territory of Canada and a point in
the territory of another country)
where those services have been
reserved to Canadian carriers under
the Canada Transportation Act.

"specialty air services" (include, but
are not limited to: aerial mapping,
aerial surveying, aerial photography,
forest fire management, fire-
fighting, aerial advertising, glider
towing, parachute jumping, aerial
construction, heli-logging, aerial
inspection, aerial surveillance, flight
training, aerial sightseeing and aerial

crop spraying).
