
ARTICLE 5

Import and expoi restrictions

1. Prohibitions or restrictions other than duties, taxes or other charges,
whether made effective through quotas, import or export licences or other
masures, shall be prohibited iii trade between the Parties in accordance with
Article XI off the GAIT 1994, which is incorporated into and mnade part of this
Agreement.

2. Paragraph 1 does flot appiy to the miasures se out i Annex B.

ARTICLE 6

Sanltary andphytosanitary measures

Ile rights and obligations off the Parties i respect of sanitary and
phytosanitary measures shall be governed by the WTO Agreement on the
Application ofSani:ay andPhytosanitary Measure..

ARTICLE 7

Technical reguiations

1. The rights and obligations off the Parties i respect off technical
regulations, standards and confornuity assessment shail be governed by the WTO
Agreement on Technical Barriers to lrade (hereiafter referred to as the "V/TO
TBT Agreement").

2. Notwithstanding paragraph 1, the rights and obligations off Canada and
the EFTA States i the field of mutual recognition off conforrnity assessment
shail be governed:

(a> as between Canada and the Swiss Confederation, by the
Agreement on Mutual Recognition in Relation to Conformity
Assessme>it off 3 December 1998; and

(b> as between Canada, on the one hand, and the Republic of
Iceland, the Principality off Liechtenstein and the Kingdom. of
Norway, on the other, by the Agreement on Mutui
Recognit'ion in Relation to Conformity Assessment off
4 July 2000.

3. The Parties shail strengthen their co-operation i the field off tecbnical
regulations, standards and confonnity assessment.
