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That is what I understand, and yet hie cails
that an interference with the rights of the
Government. That may be true if provi-
sion is flot made in the present Bill, or in
the amendinent, to provide that the old Act
remain in force. The old rates remain in
force until Parliament has âccepted the new
achedule of rates, as proposed by the Post-
master General. Now I point out to the
Postmaster General that hie has put himself
in the saine position as this amendinent
would place him in, and bow is that? We
take bis own amendinent, leave asîde the
,amendinent of the senator froin Toronto, and
what will happen? He cannot establish
a achedule of rates in twenty-four hours;
it will take him and the officers of bis de-
partinent some time to establish that
schedule of rates; and then what happens?
He and his deputy and his officers have
established and fixed the rates, the next
step is to go to the Treasury Board and have
that-i

Hon. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-That is
flot the point of order.

Hon. Mr. CLORAN-That is the point of
order I arn coming to, much more so than
your remarks. Then the Postinaster Geai-
eral bas to go to the Treasury Board, and
have his schedule of proposed rates sanc-
tioned. Then this present Bill says that the
Treasury Board cannot sanction that
schedule until ail parties interested are
heard. Ho* long would it take to hear al
parties intereseted? It might take a
week, six weeks, six nmonths, and in
the meantime the Postinaster Ge neral
-would be without revenue; -he would
pot be able to collect. So the hon.
leader of the Governinent will see the dif-
ficulty in the situation. The Postinaster
General has put himself in the very saine
position in which he says the amendinent
would put hum. I agree with the hon.
senator froin Halifax that this raisin, of
the money bugaboo is getting played out.
We have no right to impose new taxes, we
have no right to increase taxation on the
people; we have no right to increase the
burdens of the people; but that does not
mean to say that we bave not the right to
direct the expenditure of it, to prevent the
evil expenditure of it. It does not mean to
say that -we cannot stand here and criticise
a Bull and amend it, not along the lines-

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-There is a ques-
tion of order before the House.

Hon. Mr. CLORAN-That is the point ol
order; yoù suggest that this is a money
Bill. We are not interiering with the rev-
enue of the country in any sha:pe or form,
axîd your point of order is not well taken;
it is time for the leader of the Governinent
to give up saying that Bis are money Bille.

The SPEAKER-To give a decision on
this point of order necessitates a little ex-
ploration into wbat has taken place before.
If I look at the first amendment broug'ht
in by the Bill, I flnd on page 1, line 14, that
is the first amendinent brought to the Bill,
No. (147), that amendinent says:

After 'wlth' insert *provlded always that the
maximum rate which the Postinaster General
may fix as the postage to be pald on news-
papers and periodicals defineci by section 53 of
this Act sha i n no case exceed'-

and there is a blank. Why was there a
blank there? Because the Senate was then
under the impression that it couid not fill
up that .blaxik, but that it should. be filled
up by the Commons; that la the fairest way
to interpret that question. Now, that
amendinent bas not been accepted by the
Commons; the Commons disagreed, and we
are now facing this motion:

That the Senate does not. lnsist upon their
flrst amendment to the sald Bill but that the
followlng amendment be substituted therefor:

Page 1, une 8.-Leave out paragraph (e)
and substitute the following:

'(e) establish, with the approval of the
Treasury Board and after such hearing of any
persans lnterested as the Treasury Board mnay
direct. the rates of postage on ail mailable
matter, flot being letters, and prescribe the
termis and conditions on whlch ail mailable
matter shail, in each case or clans of cases, be
permnitted to pass by post; and except in the
case of letters. autharize the opening thereof
for the purpose of ascertalning whether such
conditions have been complied with; but the
maximum rate which the Postinaster General
may sa establish as the postage to be pald on
newspapers and periodicals defined bY section
53 of this Act shall in no case exceed one and
one-half cents for each pound weight or fraction
of a pound weight; and the rates may be graded
according to distances and zones of transporta-
tion. The rates so estabiished for such perlod-
icals and newspapers shall be submltted ta
Parliament at the ensulng session for revision
or ratification.'

There is no doub't that if we agree to the
arnendinent to the motion made by the bon.
leader of this House we do away aitogether
with the first amendinent, because we adopt
the following- in lieu thereof:

But the maximum rate whlch the Postinaster
Generai may no establlsh as the postage ta be
paid on newspapers and perlodicais deflned
by section 53 of this Act shali in fia case ex-
ceed one -and one-haif cents for each pound
weight.
