3 September 21—That, in the opinion of the Senate, it will result in a benefit to the 
trade and prosperity of the country if the taxation on sugar is re­
moved, and the revenue accruing therefrom replaced by increasing 
the excise on spirits to if2.25 per gallon, and the duty on imported 
spirits to $2.50 per gallon. The result of the tax imposed in May, 
1895, being a reduction of 131,000,000 pounds in the imports of 
sugar during the past year.

“ personal honour, I would accept the statements thus made and 
“ permit the officials of the department to allow the changes to take
