An institute of Animal Parasitology has recently been 
established at Macdonald College.

The study of animal parasites was begun some six years
ago at this institution and has been carried on by members 
of the regular staff under the direction of Dr. R.L. Conklin 
v/ith assistance from the national Research Council of Canada. 
Progress in the work and its importance to Canada and other 
parts oi the British Empire justified its further development. 
,,ith the cooperation of the Quebec Government, the national
Research Council ofCanada and the Empire Marketing Board,
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the establish!^* of the institute was made possible.
fhe building is of brick construction, and while not 

large is of three stories with roof space,and will provide 
ample laboratory and other accommodation for a number of workers. 
Housing will be provided for the smaller animals, poultry, sheep 
and swine, klSo slaughtering and postmortem facilities.

A Committee, including representatives of the University, 
the Rational Research Council, and the Dominion Department of 
Agriculture, has been constituted to take charge of the general 
administration,. Dr. Thomas Fright Hoir Cameron of 
Edinburgh University has been selected as Research Professor 
of Animal Parasitology and Director of the Institute, and
Dr. R.S. Conklin, Professor of Animal Parasitology will be 
associated with him in the development of the work.
