The wire barrel haop con®
sists of ot picce of Nou g, 10, 11 or 12 gauge steel wire
with tne ends 1wisted together,  The Greenmng Wire
Company claim their hoops are now made in a peifect
ciccle, thus enabling them to slip down over the bareel
into their place without binding at any particular point.
The price is as low or tower than the wcoden hoop.
The wire hoops are now successfully used on flour,
sugar, salt and apple barrels and are coming into use

on barrels for general merchandise. We would advis.
