Some
of you will remember we fixed, in celebra-
tion of the event, the password “Fifty
thousand,” in order that every Forester
might be dally reminded of the prosperity
of his order. To-day, ladies and gentlemen,
we are adding every month to our surplus
and the amount $5),000 is growing.
Progress in Australia,

As many of you are aware, 1 have recent-
ly returned from a trip to Australia and
New Zealand, where we have planted the
banner of Independent FKorestry under
auspices that will promise a ?rowth and ex-
tension equally as rapld as In thig banner
jurisdiction of Ontarie. I look forward to
a time at no distant date when courts in
Australia will be as thickly scattered thmi-
out that country as In Canada. Let me
read to you a few extracts from our Deputy
Chief Rangers, which will show that ai-
rendy 12 subordinate courts have been
established In the colony of Vietoria.
