Tondon, March 1.-—Messrs. Powliey,
Thomas & C'o. of Cardiff, having writ-
ten to the Marquis of Lansdowne, ask~
Ing whether, in view of the hostililies
betw2en Japan and Russia, coal is «-nn-'
traband of war, received yesterday thel
following reply from the foreign office:

“T am to state generally that coal
is an article ancipitis usus, not per
g2 conmraband of war, but if destin-
ed for warlike, as opposed to induz-
trial use, it may bezome contraband.
Whether in any particular cas> coal
ig or is not econtraband of war is a
maitter prima facie for the determi=
nation of the prize courts of' th:
captors’ nationality, and so long as
such decigsion, when given, does not
conflict with well-established prin-
ciples and rules of international law,
his majesty’'s government will not
be prepared to take exception there-
to. T am to add that his majesty’s
government are not at present awa:e
that any declaration on the subject
has been made by either of the bel-
ligerents.”’

TORONTO BILL CARVED.

Application for Power to lssue Da-
bentuwies Thrown Out.

The private bills committee did not
treat the City of Toronto any too gen-
erously in respect to the ommnibus bill,
which was considered yesterday mgrn-
ing. When the committee got thru with
the bill there was very little of it left.
The city asked for an expenditure of
$199.000 for improvements to fire halls.
captle market, Queen-street subway,
police stations, exhibition buildinge,

without submitting a bylaw to the
vatepayers. In support of this provi-
sion, Mayor Urqguhart said the city's
debt was $15,000,000, as compared with
$18,000,000 ten years ago, and the city
wanted to .issue debentures jfor these
improvements. To pay the amounts
out of current revenues would meéan an
addition of a mill and a third to the
tax rate. The attorney-general strong-
ly opposed the request, He said there
wouid be the danger of having all ap-
plications for the issue of debenturcs
made to the house instead of to the
ratepayers. The clause ‘wag struck out
on a vote of 9 to T.

The clause regulating the location ang
erection of laundries, butcher shops and
other classes of buildings was referred
to the municipal committee,

The section relating to the Windmill
line was allowed to stand over, as it
might possibly interfere with the Ash~
bridge’'s Bay bill to be submitted later.

Another gsection giving power to grant
by bylaw $11,000 to construct a Sew~
crage system eagt of the Wpodbine was
passed.

The committee then took up a bill
of the Town of Trenton to consolidate
the debt of the town and issue 30~year
debentures for $50,500. Part of ths
«um is to cover a debenture issue of
$23,000 for water power construction
shortly coming due. The town is pay~
ing interest and annual instalments,
but not providing a sinking fund,

The chairman said the committee
should insist on a complete finaneial
statement. The bill was not dealt with
as some of the Trenton representatives
were snow bound.
