It is pmp\md to raise the fee to $560
and a sub-committee was asked tc re-
port. The opinion was expressed that
the city would save money by having
its own architect, but action was de-
ferred. An old bill of $160 was paid to
Architeect Munro, who drew up plans
for alterations to the. jaill, wnich were
never undertaken. Two new coal mer-
chants applied to have city scales in-
stalled near their offices. A sub-com-
mittee was named tc consider the ad-

bhe
