WATERWAYS INQUIRY
SESSION AT LONDON

Windsor Man Criticizes the Bank-
ing System of Canada,

London, Ont,, July 11,—(By Cana-
dian Press.)—Windsor, Sarnia and
Chatham representatives occupied this
morning in giving evidence before the
Canadian Waterways Commission, now
sitting here under the chairmanship of
C. A. Magrath. Senator C. D. Clarke
and Sir Willlam Hearst are the other
members of the commission.

Alexander Simmers of Windsor gave
a clear summary of the comparative
Ccosts of transportation with and with-
out water facilities. Transportation
hold-ups on the rart of the railroads, he
blamed for high prices and social un-
rest, and he also mildly criticized the
banking system, wiich allows about 18
men to control the circulation of Cana-
dian money.
