, , "The value of this St. Lawrence pro­

ject cannot be worked out on the basis 
of dollars and cents,” he said. “It is 
not a question of whether it will pay 

' or not; there is no doubt about that. 
The four million electric horse power 
which could be developed by the Hydro 
would in a short time pay for It. As 
to its worth to Canada, it would be 
Just as impossible to state that as it 
would be to say what the Bloor street 
viaduct is worth to Toronto.
