was kilted in Brownville, a suburb, by 
militia early today while trying to break 
through the line.. Two hundred and fifty 
negroes have already been plated under 
arrest in Brownville. The majority of 
them were heavily armed. One other neffo 
tried to get away and waa shot.

The raid started shortly after five 
o’clock. Negroes were searched for sms 
and every one armed was placed on the 
can to be sent to police barracks.

of In-GHENT, Sept. 25—The institute 

ternational Law yesterday discussed ques­
tions relating to aerostatics and Wireless 
telegraphy, which will be adopted at the 
next meeting. It was decided that the 
air is free in time of war and peace, and 
that only the control states have over air 
rests entirely upon the necessity of secur­
ity of the state. In default of special ar­
rangements the regulations governing or­
dinary telegraphy shall apply to the wire­
less system. Every state has the right to 
oppose the passage of hertzian waves over 
it lands and waters as far as practicable, 
whether transmitted by the state, by 
private apparatus, or from airship or bal­
loon. In the case of one government pro­
hibiting this wireless exchange, it must 
at once advise other governments of the
