(Ottawa Free Press)

Many Free Press readers have re­
sponded to our invitation to send us 
clippings of articles which they may con­
sider of sufficient interest to republish. 
One forwards the following from the 
Galloway Advertiser, published in 
Stranraer, Scotland, November 18:

An active and prominent Pan-Ger­
man politician, Privy Councillor Flamm, 
who is also recognized as an authority 
on naval blatters, being among other 
things, .professor of marine architecture 
at the Charlottenburg Technical Col­
lege, has published a grave warning to 
bis fellow-countrymen in Germany not 
to underrate Britain’s efforts in this war, 
nor the magnitude of the task of 
breaking the British empire’s power. 
After- pointing out how small the Brit­
ish losses have been in proportion to the 
population of Greater Britain, Geheimrat 
Flamm continues:

England is the only country which has 
so far achieved through this War a 
great increase of territory. Since the 
outbreak of hostilities last year, Eng­
land has won territories In German 
Southwest Africa, Kamerun, Togoland, 
the South Sea Islands, Egypt and so 
forth, covering an area of something like 
two million square kilometres, or more 
than five times the else of the German 
empire. England has gained all this 
without being seriously injured herself. 
She has had no alien armies sweeping 
over her home lands* as we Germans 
had the Russians overrunning our prov­
ince of East Prussia, or as the Austrians 
suffered the devastation of Galicia. The 
handful of shells and bombs dropped on 
England by Isolated warships and air 
cruisers have been nothing compared 
with the other betigerents. No, we have 
hardly inflicted a scratch on England.

There is very little increase in the 
cost of living in England, and, so far as 
tlie working classes are concerned, any 
rise in the price of food has been more 
than counterbalanced by higher wages 
and liberal war allowances. The work­
ing classes of England are actually more 
prosperous now than before the war. 
The moneyed classes in England may 
feel the pinch of higher taxes, but the 
general commercial prosperity of Bri­
tain seems likely to be augmented by 
the results of the war.

It is absolutely incorrect to pretend, 
as many blind and foolish Anglophobes 
are doing, that Britain's naval suprem­
acy has been destroyed. I have already 
demonstrated in another publication, that 
the British fleet is stronger today than 
before the war. British naval suprem­
acy _ is so Overwhelming that it 
has ’ reached the superlative degree. 
British maritime superiority cannot 
become greater than it is at the 
present moment. It is only danger­
ous and mischievous when Germans 
have a false impression of these matters. 
It is a far better policy to see things as 
they are; nothing, could be more peril­
ous to Germany than to underrate Eng­
land’s power and resource.

The fable spread in Germany that 
England’s immunity from invasion has 
been destroyed is dangerously mislead­
ing. It is true that a few airships have 
flown over the island, but it requires 
much more than individual Zeppelins to 
abolish England’s insularity. There 
may be some vulnerable points of the 
British Empire overseas, but England 
herself is practically unassailable.

Do Germans realize that British im­
ports and exports are going and com­
ing with the same regularity as in times 
of peace? When in every week from I,- 
500 to 2,000 Ships of appreciable ton­
nage enter and leave British ports it 
cannot be said that British trade has 
l>een Injured, or British maritime su­
premacy destroyed. Equally misleading 
is the statement that English credit has 
been shattered all over the world. Let 
us abandon there Infantile imaginings, 
and face the hard facts of the formid­
able task of crushing England, “our su­
preme enemy.”

Sydney, N. S. W., Nov. 20—The 
launching of the cruiser Brisbane here 
last week marked an epoch in the his­
tory of the Australian Commonwealth in­
asmuch as she is the first cruiser to be 
built practically wholly by any of the 
overseas dominions of King George, and 
ahe is the largest ship of any type yet 
set afloat under the British flag in the 
Southern Hemisphere. Her tonnage is 
6,400. She is a sister ship of the fam­
ous Sydney and the Melbourne.

While it has taken longer to build the 
ship here than it would in one of the 
English naval yards, it must not be for­
gotten that the force which has been 
busy upon her for about two years at 
the "Cockatoo Island naval dock here 
had 6» be created for the purpose. The 
boilers Were built entirely at the Cocka­
too plant and, while the material of the 
main propelling machinery was import­
ed, the turbines themselves were 
sembled by the engineering staff on 
Cockatoo Island. The construction of 
the latest addition to the Commonwealth 
Navy was under the direction of two 
experts sent Out by the AdmiraRy. It 
is hoped to- have her In commission about 
the beginning of August next. The 
largest war vessels launched previously 
in Australia are the destroyers Derwent, 
in December, 1914, and Torrens,'in Aug­
ust last. ' As soon as practicable another 
cruisef of the same type as the Bris­
bane, to be called the Adelaide, will be 
begun at the Cockatoo Island yard.

Naturally, the launching of the Bris­
bane was made an event of noté. She 
was named by Mrs. Andrew Fisher, wife 
of the prime minister,' who is from 
Queensland, after the capital of which 
the warship is named. The governor- 
general, Sir Ronald Munro Ferguson, Mr.
Fisher, various of his governmental col­
leagues and numerous others in public 
life, attended the ceremonies. One if 
the guests was the American Consul- 
Gneral, Mr. Brittain.

Speeches laudatory of the British 
Navy, the part Australia has played in 
the war, and the foundation of the Com­
monwealth Navy* were made after the 
lanching. Mr. Hughes, the Federal At­
torney General, said that “the blindest 
of men must see that it Is in the Pacific 
that the mat problems will have to be 
faced. There has already, one might say, 
been a knocking at the door," and none 
but the incurably and hopelessly blind 
can surely fail to see, though dimly, the 
problems that lie ahead. We all hope 
that this present great war will be the 
last, but it may not be the last, and if 
we know anything of human nature, it 
will not be the last The thing to do is 
to be prepared. That is the only safe­
guard.

“I hope we shall live to see patrolling 
the Paciftc squadrons made up of Can­
adian, Australian and New Zealand 
ships. The lessons for us is this: There 
can be no salvation for civilization ex­
cept by preparation and readiness. We 
cannot do better than to take the ad­
vice of Cromwell to heart. Let US put 
our trust in God, but keep our powder 
dry.”

Just what Mr. Hughes meant by 
“problems that lie ahead” does not ap­
pear, unless it be the division of territory 
in the Pacific which has been affected by 
the war, and Which must figure in the 
settlement of peace.

The minister for the navy, Mr. Jensen, 
said in responding to a toast to the 
Australian navy that he was about to 
take steps to send several Australian 
marine engineers to England to study 
the construction there of submarines 
with a view to the ultimate construction 
at craft of that description in the Com­
monwealth, and he continued:

“A great feat has been accomplished 
by the Australian Government in send­
ing away seventy ships since the com­
mencement of the war. Up to date these 
seventy ships have taken 90,000 troops, 
officers and nuises, besides 24*270 horses, 
from Australia.
