DEXTER PROFITABLY

____
State Horticulturist Gardiner has re­

turned to Augusta after a trip around 
the state in the interests of his depart­
ment, and In speaking to a Bangor re­
porter about his trip, told the following 
which will probably be of Interest to 
the nursery men of the state:

“I have lately been in Dexter, where 
I visited William Hoyt’s nursery devot­
ed to one-half acre of ginseng, which he 
has grown for some time, from plants 
gathered in the immediate vicinity.

“He formerly grew part of it in the
# Unrest, but for the last two years, he
* has used artificial shade, and finds it 

more satisfactory.
“Ginseng is a. plant used for medi­

cinal purposes and has great value, be­
ing greatly demanded. Much of it is 
shipped to China, and after six or seven 
years’ nursing will yield from $700 to 
$1,500 an acre.”

Mr. Gardiner finds that the plants In 
Dexter «re very free from disease and 
thrive very well, 
quantities of other plants, most of which 
have some use as medicine, and the de­
mand is such that he is unable to sup­
ply it.
