WASHINGTON, March 4—Calvin
Coolidge came today to the beginning
of a four-year term as President of the
United States by direct and over-
whelming mandate of the people.

With him came Charles G. Dawes, to
fill the office of Vice-president, left
vacant 19 months ago when Calvin
Coolidge first took the presidential
oath in the family homestead in Ver-
mont, upon the death of Warren G.
Harding.

Suggests Bankruptcy. .

SUnder the present political regime
in. New Brunswick the debt of that
srovince has nearly doubled in the last
geven years. It is probable that if the
Grand Falls exploitation is proceeded
with, on the basis proposed by the
Premier, the province witl virtually be
Lankrupt within the next 10 years. As
there are only a few industries avail-
able to take electric current, the chief
asset of New Brunswick is its wood,
and if- Grand Falls were developed to
its full capacity, the power generated
could denude the province of its forest
growth within a very few years. There
are no other enterprises except pulp
and paper mills which can be founded
on the natural products of New Bruns-
wick, and therefore the market is ex-
tremely limited.

Exchange Proposed.

«Probably the most fortunate thing
for New Brunswick would be if the
Legislature of Quebec should require as
a condition of giving the rights asked

_ for, that this province receive, on the
basis of equality of cost with all others,
a proportion of the electric power de-
veloped, it is only right that she should
reserve to herself some proportion of
4t.at which' she helps to create, and it
is most desirable that the bill now be-
fore the Legislature having in view the
‘Miiversion of Quebec water be care-
fally scrutinized.

VENIOT REPLIES

FREDERICTON, March. 4—In the
course of comment upon statements in
an editorial headed “Quebec be on
guard,” in the Montreal Gazette today,
Premier Veniot stated "that private
companies were attempting to gain con-
trol of the potential water power at
Grand Falls, on the St. John for hydro
development.

Has Private Offers.

«Instead of private companies refus-
ing to go on with the development as
the Gazette states, 1 have offers from
different companies in my possession
in which they have told me as Premier
of this province that they are pre-
pered to put up the necessary capital
to carry out the development,” said the
Premier, “but the proviso was made
that control of the Grand Falls should
be handed over by the province. That
I would not agree to. They wanted to
gain control, but our policy is not to
allow control of Grand Falls to pass
out of the hands of the people again.”

Says Market Ample.

«There is ample market now in view
for carrying on the successfil develop-
ment. of Grand Falls to the extreme
\imit,” said the Premier. “I only wish
that we were going to have an oppor-
tunity to develop as much power again
as there is at Grand Falls. Hydro de-
velopment, under the policy which we
have adopted, instead of driving New

runswick into bankruptcy in 10 years
as the Gazette says, will be the saviour.

West Stde Interference.

The first point involved was the
question of alleged interference by the
city with the wires, transformers and
meters of the compafly at Sand Point,
West St. John.

Not Under Utilities,

f\n _interesting point was decided in
this judgment when Chief Justice
Hazen ruled that the city did not come
under the control of the Public Utili-
ties Board in its hydro business. This
decision is of far-reaching importance
in the provincé in those parts where
municipal-owned hydro enterprises are
being conducted. The company con-
tended that the city was required to
make. a return of its business to the
Board of Public Utilities, but His
Honor dis‘agreed with this contention
and ruled the city was not under the
board’s jurisdiction.

The case arose last fall, when the
company applied to Mr. Justice Grim-
mer for an interim injunction in the
matter, and this was granted. Motion
to make permanent this injunction was
argued by Hon. Dr. J. B. M. Baxter;
K. C., representing the city, and Dr.
F. R. Taylor, K. C., representing the
Power Company, beiore Chief Justice
Hazen*in January.

FAVOR WORLD COURT

U. S. Congress, However,
Agrees to Harding and Cool-
idge Reservations,

WASHINGTON, March 4—The

Ditiding his attention almost equally
between affairs and home and problems
abroad, and between things accom-
plished and achievements hoped for,
Mr. Coplidge spoke with assurance as
to the future, declaring that because
of action already taken. an era of pros-
perity lay ahead and a firmer courage

and a higher hope inspired the heart

of all humanity.

Accord with this purpose, he assert-
ed, demands the conduct of government
along certain definite lines.

These lines in the field of domestic
affairs ‘point, first, to the exercise of
greater economy in government, and,
second, to reduction of taxation, he
continued. ~The recent election, he
said, had demonstrated that “the policy
that stands out with the greatest clear-
ness is that of economy in public ex-
penditure, with reduction and reform
of taxalion.”

Economy and Taxation.

«] favor the policy of economy, not
because I wish to save money, but be-
cause I wish to save people,” he con-
tinued. “The men and women of this
country who toil are the ones who bear
the cost of government. Every dollar
that we carelessly waste means that
their life will be so much the more
meagre. Every dollar that we pru-
dently save means that their life will
be so much more abundant.”

The practiee of such economy, he
declared, has brought the time when
there can be further tax reduction and
“when, unless we wish to hamper the
people in their right to earn a living,
we must have tax reform.” He de-
clared his opposition to extremely high
tax rates because “they produce little
or no revenue, because they are bad for
the country, and, finally, because they
are wrong.” ~

“The verdict of the country has been
given on this question,”  he added.
