Capt. Bermingham admitted that
probably the sdilors did swear, remark-

Continuing;' Buckley, ‘said that the
first boats to leavé the vessel were not
full and that he had beén informed by
other passengers  that they had ot
been allowed to enter these boats.

Capt. Johgpson, of the wrec¢ked Ohio,
stated that the vessel Ssank ten minutes
after she was put on the ‘beach, and
the bhoats were unlashed,and hanging
at the rail long before she was beached.

Second Mate Stewart said that the
first- lifeboat away took only a dozen
or fifteen passengers, but all the others
were full, The women ‘and childrén
went first, and the only passengers re-
fused admission to a boat were men
who attempted to board the boats re-
served for- the women and ‘children.

BERESFORD ON
-NAVY NEEDS

SPEECH BY FAMOUS
3RITISH ADMIRAL

Says Welfare of Service is
Above All Party Con-
‘ siderations.

\

The need for strengthening the navy
was advocated by Lord Charles Beres-
ford at the Whitéhall - rooms, Hotel
Metropole,( London, in opening a dis-
cussion on a paper read by Sir John
Cockburn. The meéting was called by
the Royal Colonial Institute, and the
subject of Sir J. Cockburn’s paper. was
“Signs of Imperial Solidarity.”

The first thing that provoked the
signs of solidarity, said Lord Charles
Beresford, were the-speeches made by
promiment statesmen of both parties.
He could not agree with Sir John Cock-
burn in saying that these speeches
were colored in any way whatever., He
believed the future to be black, and
he believed that if they did mot stick
together, and did not “organize the
forces they had, the future of the Em-
pire would be in  danger, and not a
very long time forward. The British
nations across the sea had come for-
ward and said, “We will hold to what
we have got.” Therexwas only one way
of doing that, and that was by keeping
their supremacy at sea abroad. The
‘supremacy at sea of this country had
never been assailed since Trafalgar.
Now their supremacy had been threat-
ened in words, and it might be shortly
threatened in deeds. By declaring that
ihey wanted to hold their supremacy
they were making no threat to any
other nation, They merely wished ' to
maintain what they had got, and, as
an American said to him the othér day
in New Yori’,‘ “Ag long as Britain has
held the control of the séa, the sea has
been free to all” Why did they want
the c¢omitrol of ‘the sea? Because they:
were the only nation in the world that
deperided on the safety and security
and punctual delivery of their water-
borne commerce. The supremacy of the
sea was necessary to them not in"any
arrogant tome, but' because their trade
was on the sea. | %

Some people did not like the Im-
peria! idea, but they had never told
them what they wanted to put in place
of it. They must stick together for life
and existence. (Applause). All na-
tions had faults, all individuals had
faults, but they could say that tHe
British Empire and “pesplé had done
more for humanity, for civmza_t!on and
for liberty\ than any other nation in the
world. (A}p\piause). They had been able
to do that because they  had kept the
Empire by the simple fact of holding
the supremacy of the seas. He was de-
lighted with the results of the Imperial
conference. They ‘wanted each of the
sister nations to have its own navy, to
be standarized and worked with the
British navy. Let them be interchange-
able, not only in machinery, but in
men and the class of ship, Let them
Lave the same signals, and uniform,
and flag—so far as the Union J ack went
—though each nation might nhave her
own flag as wall. He had just come
from Canada, and had never seen such
people. They were strong, healthy,
cheery and energetic, the very best
specimens of the British race he had
ever seen. (Applause.) Their loyalty
was unbounded, and to prove it, in-this
great question of holding their own,
the Canadians could very well sit still
and say, “The Monroe Doctrine holds
us safe,” but they were determined to
‘defend theéir trade route. Many promi-
net men in the United States were very
sympathetic to their ‘having a navy,.
and the feeling between the States and
Canada was exzellent.

Lord Charles, having referred to the
South African federation, saying that he-
believed there had never been a more
brilliant achievement of British states-
manship, again urged the necessity of:
having a fleet that nobody could at-
tack. They did not merely want a ‘fleet!
which would win, but they wanted to,
say that they had got a fleet that
would maintain the peace. Was it not
possible  for the English-speaking na-
tions to 8ay there should be no war?
They had got to recognize that the
dominions were to be in no way con-
sidered subordinate. They were to have:
‘the administration of their own navies:
and the paymert. of their own navies.
If this was not doro, the time had
arrivéed when, owing: to the enormous:
expense of defending the Empire,  they
could not, ag they had been' doing for
so many years, continue paying for all:
the defence and all that wis necessary

was not the time or place to enter into
naval questions, but’the country knew -
very well that owing to deferred lia-
bility they were many millions short
of what they ought to be in ships. The,
most stupid thing, in th&® world was
ever to have a panic, but he was rather
afraid that in-the course of a year aor
twwvo they would have a panic. when.
the people knew the real truth, (A
woice: ‘It will do them good.”’) Oh, no,

time had arrived when they had to]

wapr, their initial reverses through want
of organization might amount to a
defeat, and it was those: initial re-
verses that they wanted to avoid. He
denied that the old country was de-
cadent. There were many people in the
.country just as good as eyer, though
he was not quite sure the right lot were
on top. (Applause and laughter.) He
hoped they did not think he was mak-
ing a political = allusion. . (Laughter)
TWhat they. wanted was: 'a feaw honest
straight men to say-what they thought,
and point out facts, independent of
party, pcrsonal motlves, -or prejudice.
They should keéep the service above
parties. (Applause.)
Sir J, Cockburn.

Sir. J/ Cockburn, in his address, sug-
gested. the appointment 6f an Imper-
ial advisory council, which could be
available for consultation by ministers
and rcabinets, : After referring to many
signs of a drawing together of the parts
of the Empire, he added that in these
days of Imperial sglidarity there was
one sign which tarried in its advent.
The question of defence had now been
definitely raised above party. Why
should -not the question of intra-Im-
perial ; trade, which furnished the
sinews of war, be placed on the same
f footing? The sentiment for union was
strong and growing, .but sentiment
flourished best when deeply. rooted in
the soil of mutual interest. The view
of the colonies was that, unless kins-
men were .in trade somewhat better
treated than enemles, professions of
desire for closer relationship were idle
Why should it not b> possible to dis-
cuss this vital question without the
eyes being blinded with party preju-
dice and the ears deafened by party
cries? Domestic legislation, even the
great budget itself, sank into compar-
ative insigpificance in vicw of this
great Imperial issve. The recent meet-
ing of thé Chambers-of Commerce of
the Empire in - Sydney must have
brought home to the minds of the visi-
tors that there was no. iron law of
nedessity by which-a- Liberal must be
a Free Trader. In -Australia it was-the
Liberals who were Tariff Reformers.
