British Guiana’s Wonderful Display of Woods
—A Colony that Knows How to Use the
Exhibition for Trade Purposes.

The couthern half of the west gallery is
occupled by New Zealand, which though
generally classed among the Australian
colonles, is In reality separated from the
continent of Australia by at leasta thousand
miles of ocean as destitute of islands as-1
the Atlantio between America snd Ireland,
New Zzaland enjoys a much more temper-
ate climate than the mainland of Australia,
The extent of the colony is well shown by a
magnificent model of the three islande; that

8 to say, of the two greater ones, North and
Middle (now called South) Islands,divided by
Cook Stralt; and Stewart’s Island, separated
from Middle Island by Foveaux Sirait, This
model, which is on a very large scale, is sunk
below the level of the exhibition floor.

The total acreage of the colony is 66,779,-
092, and up to the end of 1884, about 17,-
300,000 acres had been alienated from the
crown. The population of New Zealand is
increasing more rapldly than that of any of
the other Australasian colonies, both by
natural increment and immigration, having
risen from about 60,000 in 1858
{exclusive of natives) to 572,000 on

, June 30th 1885, or including Maoris to 612,-
000. There are four towns with upwards of
10,000 ishabitants, Danedin the largest
havings a population in 1881 of 24,372,

The staple article of export is wool, of
which 75,409,444 lbe, were shipped to Great$
Britain in 1884, Nextin importance come
graln and flower, gum, tallow, fresh mutton,
preserved meats and leather, Agriculture,
stock ralsing and gold mining are the most
important industries of the colony- The
production of wheat in 1885 was 6,666,777
bushels, and of oats 12,360,449 bushels.
The average yleld per acre, in that year
was: wheat 2543 busb; oats 34 84 bush;
barley 30 37 busk; hay 1.41 tone; potatoes
5,79 tons,

Large gold fields_were discovered in 1857
and the total export of gold up to March
31st 1885, was $208,172,535. The bulk of
gold mining s on government land, There
were 94 coal mines in New Zealand in 1884,
and the output for that year wasa little
over 480,000 tons. The total revenus in
1885 was $18,650,000. The total net debt per
head of population (exclusive of Maoris) on
March 31st, 1885 was $295,000,000; but more
than two-thirds of the total liabilitles of the
colony are made up of loans granted by the
legislature for immigration and public works
purposes, New Zc:aland has 1570 miles of
railway In operation, owned by the govern.
ment, which ylelded profits equivalent to an
Interest on the gross outlay o £3.0s 31 per
cent for the year ending March 31st, 1885,

THE NEW ZEALAND COURT

has had the sdvantage of a soientific and sys-
fematic arrangement under the personal di-
rection of Prof, von Haast, C, M, G., F\ R.
S., who has a world-wide reputation as a
geologist and authority on fossils, A large
section of the courtis reserved to the Maoris
{pronounced Mawrles)—those sturdy war-
riors who have within recent years given the
British soldiers so much trouble, The mos$
prominent object in this section is the front
of a Maorl storehouse, which shows to what
akill in decorative carving this wild race has
attained, Here also are to be seen numerous
examples of Maori wespons, implements,
clothing, canoes, etc., The east side of the
court is flanked by an enormous conserva-
fory, 100 feet long, contalning a wonderful
collection of ferne, for New Zealand is par
excellance the home of ferns,

In the centre of the court are some im-
mente skeletons of . the extinct specles of
bird called the New Zealand Moa—also a
Moa egg, the only one ever found (about the
size of two ostrich egge) and valued at $5000,
The largest skeleton is ten feet high, Also
of special Interest to naturallsts, are the
preserved specimens of numerous fich, in-
cluding ssveral cartilaginous skeletons, pre.
gerved by Prof, Patker of Dunedin Univer-
eity, by his method of Impregnation with
carbolyzed glycerine jelly. Close at hand
are three glant trophles—the first of seeds
and graln, the second of timbers, and the
third of gold,

THE WOOD TROPHY

Eoszeuses most Interest to the eyes of New
runswickers, It shows timbers In great
variety— flocks of mottled kauri, silver
birch, ribbon wood,red and black maple,ete,,
all of besutiful graln, The divislons be-
tween the wmections =and the show
cases are made of nmatlve woods,
white pine predominating, and the
sashes are made of kanri woed inlaid with
dlamonds of honeysuckle, bogwood, totara
and others, There is a large section of the
kaur] pine, six feet In dismeter, On the
top 18 a large plece of fossfl kaurl gum; on
one slde a slab showing the fresh gum, and
on the other a kaurl weatherboard from the
oldest house still standing on the islard,
bullt in 1841, The importance of kauri
gum as an article of commerce can be judged
from the fact that in the four years ending
In 1884 New Zealand exported 29,000 tons,
worth $7,500,000. The export is increaalng

‘What, for Instance, could have formed a
more etriking ornament to one of the en-
trances of the Canadian court than a few
noble pillars of New Brunswick spruce, pine
and hemlock? British Guiana flanks her
chief entrance with shapely logs ot mora and
greenheart—the latter one of the elght first-
class woods at Lloyds—to impress on all
who pass In or ont thas her forests teemwith
lumber euitable for every variety of use,
from ehipbuilding to furniture,

British Gulana includes the settlements of
Demeraras, Essequibo and Berbice, situate
on the north coast of South America, and
comprising an area estimated at 85,000
square miles, There are but two towne,
preperly so called, Georgetown and New
Amsterdam, population a little over 8,000.
The climate is hot, but not unhealthy, The
population in 1882 was 257,500, The total
imports for 1884, were valuned at about
$9,000,000 and the exports at some $11,000,-
000, of which sugar formed over 90 per
cent,

Over 100 speclmens of different kinds of
wood are prominently’shown by this colony,
with sample blocks of each 33x15 inches,
polished one on side, so that visitors and all
others interested can take them up and ex-
amine them critically, Seventy-eight vari-
ties adapted to ‘‘cabinet making,” particnl-
arly plano building, the interlor fittings of
dwellings, ships cabins and saloons, rallway
carriages, etc., are shown by one firm alone,
and over each exhibit is a large card, as
follows :

In presenting the report of the Nova Scotia
cotton manufacturing company, limited, for
the year just ended, your directors regret thst
the improvement they can show is only small;
yot it is more satisfactory than. they ex-
pected earlier in the year. The treasurer’s
statement shows that the profitsa for the year
amount to . $11,014
and after deducting five per cent. for

depreciation, say..... .
there remains a balance of 2 264
to go to the reductionr of the debit, which stood
at the close of the last business year,$12,640.83,
reducing it, at this present, to $10,376.80. 1n
June, 1885, middling cotton was selling
in New York at 10} cents; this year,
in June, at about 9} cents, snd in
the early part of the year i1t was at 9 cents
or lower than it has been in avy period dur.
ing the past eight years, Your directors
bought, as required, during the decline and
freely during uhe period of low prices to meat
the spring and fall trade, otherwise the posi-
tion shown would not have been &go satisfac-
tory, With the faliin price in raw material,
gocds fell in a corresponding degree and, dur.

The Thursday excureions from S¢, J:kn to
Hampton and return, by the steamer Clifton,
are weekly becoming more popular, each ex-
cursionist acting as an adverlisisg medium to
impregnate his or her own immediate circle
with a desire to make this delightful trip, For
it is a delightful trip, and one that should be

taken by every lover of magnificent scenery.
The tortuous windings and doublings of the
Kennebeccasis on the upper half of the journey
open up a wealth of aquatic: and pastoral
beauty undreamt of by the tourist who confines
his scjournings in New Brunswick to the old
well trodden paths, Messrs, Flewelling have
placed on the route a comtortable steamer,well
equipped for passenger travel, and their enter-
prise is deserving of the most liberal encour-
agement nct only from the trave'ling public,
but from the provincial and Dominion authori-
ties in the matter of making the navigstion of
the Kennebeccasisas easy as possible, Thedraw
bridge through which the steamer has to pass
on her way to and from Hampton is very often
a source of vexations delay,and yet if the testi-
mony of residents in the vicinity of the bridge
is to be believed, the usefulness of the struc-
ture is, practically, a thinglof the past, as it is
not used by more than three or four teams in a
week.

Seized for Smuggling.

TWENTY-TWO BOATS OWNED BY CANADIANS
SEIZED,

EasTPORT, Aug. 6,—J. D. Bonness, special
Canadian customs officer, -eized twerty-two
fishing boats yesterday at Du:er Island, valued
from $200 to $400 each, for emuggling. The
boats were released by the owners depositing
the penalty, in each case amoucting to the
boat’s value. There are two charges against
them; the firat for smuggling goods from East.
port; the second for smuggling the boats them-
selves, When the fizhery trealy was
abrogated Deer Island fishermen brought
the boats to Eastport, entered and
paid duties on them, thus msking
them American boats, although bLu'l: and
owned in Canada, The Cavadian government
will not permit American boats to be brought
to Canada and owned there without paying
duty, =o the boats become forfeited the samwe as
other emuggled goods, This will prevent New
Brunswick boatmen frcm bringing sardines to
Eastport without paying daties on this side,

boat was released, I understand, under the
pretsxt that the Americans had a permit from
some ong in the department of marine and
fisheries to build and fish the Yellow Bank
weir, If thatis a fact, it is virtually giving
Americans a permit to fish in Casadian watsrs,
which of course is decidedly contrary to law,
and which should be immediately investigated.
About the time the above occurrence was
transpiring, special customs officer Bonness
was on & visit to the island and demanded a
settlement from a couple of our fishermen for
importing from Eastport, without reporting to
the custom house, a few doliars worth of goods.
I think they settled. Situated as the peopla
are here, it seems bad enough and hard enongh
to-have the Am s robbing us of our fish;
but when Mr, Bonness comes around it seems
harder, although perhaps right.
