Borden, leader of the Conservative

the political campaign.

Ckairman W. H. Thorne, in his in-
troductory remarks, congratulated the :

He explained that Premier Hazan and
the Iocal members had decided to sur-
render all the time to Mr. Borden, Mr.
Hanna and Mr. Roblin. M: Thorne
then introduced Mr. Hanna, the first

speaker.
Provincial Secretary Hanna
Mp. Henna said it afforded him a

great degl of pleasure to address a St. i

Jehn audience for the first time. He
regretted that Sir James Whitney had
not been able to aid Mr. Borden in his
cen:r.aign but was pleased to announce
that Ontario’s premier would join the
Ccnservative leader in the course of
seven or eight days. (Applause.)
Trere was no ore, said Mr. Hanna,
who did not admire Mr. Borden for
the ‘noble qualities he had displayed
during the twelve years he had been in

public life and the pluck and persever-
ance he had shown in his numerous
fights against tremendous odds.
(Cheers.) The speaker
Mr. Borden’s Halifax platform, whic
he said was one of the best ever form-
ed in Canada.

“No,” quickly answered Mr. Maxim,
“because death is as much a part of
life as is birth; life can only be pro-
longed in the human body to a certain
point. If my device proves successful,
