The
increases is almost entirely in the cus-
toms account as the other departments
all run behind. The slight dccrease in
the revenue from fines and seizures
may indicate a greater respect for the
Jaw than formerly and the Chinese
gccount shows that one less Celestial
was -admitted than last year.
