NINETEEN FINE STALLIONS

Arrived on the Kastalia For Graham 

Bros, of Claremont.

A very valuable consignment of 
thoroughbred stallions came over from 
Glasgow In the Donaldson liner Kas- 
talia which arrived here Saturday. 
They aVe owned by Graham Bros, of 
Claremont, Ontario, who are among 
the leading importers and breeders of 
thoroughbred horses In Canada. There 
are In all 19 stallions, 
these are pure bred Clydesdales, all 
coming three years of age. They range 
In weight from 1,400 pound» to 1,700 or 
1,750. Many of them will in time reach 
2,500 pounds. Besides these there are 
four hackney carriage horses and two 
thoroughbred racers, all young stal­
lions under five years of age. 
racers will probably weigh 1,060 each 
and the hackneys between 1,300 and 
1,400 pounds.

These animals have evidently been 
purchased at a very high figure. They 
are all without a blemish, and are on 
the whole as handsome a lot of horses 
as can be seen. Mr. Graham, one of 
the Graham brothers, purchased the 
animals himself In Scotland, and Is 
here with them. This is the third con­
signment of horse» Graham Brothers 
have received within a year and all 
have found a ready market In Ontario.

The Kastalia Is docked at present on 
this side. The horses will remain on 
board till she moves over to Sand 
Point on Tuesday, when they will be 
shipped at once to Claremont.

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the strong winds that blow there 
without some such precaution.

“About half a mile In rear of the 
house on a desolate plain are five 
graves containing the remains of some 
of Franklin’s companions who died 
here, and some of the members of the 
relief expeditions. Leave was given 
to as many et the crew ae possible to 
land here; but the Ice coming out of 
the Inner bay forced us to leave be­
fore the graves could be photographed. 
We brought back the cart.

“A sealed record was found attached 
to the cenotaph, and when opened It 
proved to have been left on August 24, 
1903, by the Swedish' magnetic pole ex­
pedition In the sloop Gjoa. The record 
stated that they were going southward 
down Peel Sound. It was taken on 
board to be sent to the Swedish gov­
ernment.

"At Beechy Island no ice could be 
seen to the westward in Barrow Sfralt, 
while northward only a few loose pans 
were In Wellington channel and the 
prospects looked eo favorable for a 
northwest passage that many of us re­
gretted the lack of instructions to 
make such an attempt if feasible.

“The Canadian flag was hoisted and 
we read a proclamation taking formal 
possession of North Devon and ad­
jacent Island for the dominion. A copy 
of the proclamation was left In a seal­
ed box attached to the Franklin monu­
ment.

HOISTED THE FLAG.
“Early in the afternoon we steamed 

out of the harbor, bouth southward 
acrojis Lancaster Sound, to the Island 
of North Somerset; late In the after­
noon a lew stringer» of Ice forced us 
to the eastward, and the wind fresh­
ening to a gale from the northwarOa 
accompanied by fog, caused us to take 
refuge in Leopold harbor on the Island 
at the enrtance to Prince Regent inlet. 
We passed Inside of the bold Leopold 
Island and rounding Cape Clarence 
stood southward a few miles along the 
high castellated cliff of flat limestone, 
and so near midnight rounded the low 
point into this seeure harbor. When 
entering what appeared to be a boat, 
with a structure built alongside, was 
seen on the point with a flag flying. 
Thinking that it might be some per­
sons In distress, the whistle was 
blown, and as soon as the anchor was 
down I sent the doctor ashore to re­
lieve any one who might be there. 
Luckily our fears proved groundless; 
as the structure turned out to be a 
pile of boxes of provisions for the 
Gjoa. built around the bolter of an old 
steam launch left there by one of the 
BYankUn search parties. We found 
later thzt the provisions had been re­
cently left by the whaler Windward 
for the Swedish expedition and that 
they consisted largely of bread and 
butter.

“A very heavy gale continued until 
rning of the 17th, It being lm- 

meanwhlle to land with a
the moi 
possible
boat. Early that morning I put ashore 
and went through the ceremony of 
hoisting the flag and reading a pro­
clamation taking possession of North 
Somerset, leaving a copy of it In the 
boiler. The holler and keel were all 
that remained of the steam launch.
Evidences of the presence of Eskimos 
were found, and we brought on board 
a sled runner made of teak, probably 
obtained from the wreck of the Fury, 
lost by Parry many years ago farther 
to the southward In the Inlet,"

From the day of her departure 
from Halifax, 23rd August, 1903, till 
the return to that port on October 
11th, 1904, one year and fifty-one 
days, the Neptune made the greatest 
mileage ever made by any ship In 
one season, having steamed 10,000 
miles, of which 900 miles was through 
heavy ice.

The report of the fiscal year 1903-4 
of the department of marine was laid 
upon the table of the house yesterday 
by Mr. Prefontaine. From this report 
It appears that the entire expenditure 
was $2,150,940; fisheries expenditure, 
$634,874, a total of $2,785,814. Upon 
lighthouses and coast service $1,226,898 
was spent, an Increase of $267,627 over 
the previous year. The total number 
of light stations, lightships and fog 
alarms in the dominion Is 796.4 The 
total number of casualties to British 
and Canadian sea-going vessels and to 
Canadian vessels In foreign waters was 
192, representing a tonnage of 81,143 
and a loss of $489,699. Nine lives were 
lost. There are now 27 life-saving 
stations in the dominion. During the 
year 185 new steamboats were added 
to the merchant marine of Canada, 
bringing the total up to 1,691 of a ton­
nage of 295,062 tone. In addition to 
the departmental staff at Ottawa, there 
are 2,400 persons in the employ of the 
marine branch throughout the domin­
ion.

MEETINGS OF PROTEST

Held in Italy Against Alleged Russian 

Cruelties.

ROME, Jan. 29.— Many meetings 
were held today In the principal towns 
of Italy ro protest against the al­
leged Russian cruelties. The more 
notable of these meetings were at 
Naples, Plea, Ancona, Messina, Genoa 
and Brindisi. At the last named 
place an attempt was made to pull 
down the Russian arm» from the door 
of the consulate. In Rome, notwith­
standing a prohibition by the govern­
ment and a great display of troops, 
five thousand of which had been 
brought in from the provinces to re­
inforce the ordinaay garrison, about 
three thousand people assembled and 
-tried to break through the cordon of 
troops and reach the capital There 
were cries of “Long live the Russian 
revolution,” and "Down with the 
Autocracy and the Cossacks."

The troops, which Included carbi­
neers, infantry, cavalry and artillery, 
charged the crowds several times. Be­
ing unable to force their way to the 
capitol, the mob went to the royal 
palace, but were again dispersed, re­
gathering In lesser numbers at the 
Russian embassy, where they were 
finally scattered by more energetic 
cavalry charges. Several persons were 
wounded and many arrests were made.

Interesting Reiwrt by A. P. Low of 

the Expedition to the Hudson 

ь Bay and Northward.
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OTTAWA, Jan. 27,—The most inter­
esting feature of the report of the 
minister of marine, which was pre­
sented to parliament, Is the prelimin­
ary account of -the Neptune expedition 
to Hudson Bay and northward in 
1943-4, In command of A. P. Low.

The report details the hoisting of 
the Dominion flag and taking formal 
possession of territory for Canada at 
four Important points In the Arctic.

The first was at Cope Sabine, In 
Smith Sound, where the flag was 
hearted August 11th, 1904. In this con­
nection Mr Low says :

“Gape Sabine was reached at one 
o'clock: en the morning of the 11th, 
end tve heavy humping In crossing 
was blit a forestate to the excitement 
of that day. The ship was stopped be­
hind a small Island, just south of the 
cape, Where, accompanied by the 
captain Mid doctor, I landed on the 

xrocky granite shore, about half a mile 
south of Parry's last headquarters. 
We walked over to his house, which 
was orlgisÉBy the deck-house of the 
Windward. Close to It 1» another 
■mall house, built of rough lumber, the 
residence of the Stein party. Both are 
Very small, and the surroundings 
dreary, while the amount of decaying 
Walrus blutober, scattered about, ren­
dered the rocks slippery and the air 
•Hi«y. A tow hundred dead Eski­
mos, wrapped In their skins, were 
severed with small piles of reeks, 
tittiltn a few hundred wards of the 
houses, and must have proven plea­
sant company during tile dreary win­
ter. A couple of photographs were 
taken, and a copy of the proclamation, 
taking forrqal possession of Elles­
mere’s ielanld, was tacked on the In­
side of the bouse.

"We then returned to the boat, and 
found, that during our absence, a 
heavy floe some nr lies In extent, had 
come in, and had forced the ship to 
leave for safety. The Ice was fast 
closing on the shore, and we had a 
narrow escape from being caught be­
tween It and the land, but Anally 
leached the ship In sadety. All night 
tee was forming betweeen the pana 
ebowlng the first signs of the coming 
winter.

"We now steamed southward, across 
the bay to Cape Herscholl; when about 
half way across, the ehlp struck vio­
lently upon the summit of a sharp 
rock, hut luckily had wazr enough to 
carry her over without hanging. Sev­
eral Icebergs were close along side, 
and a sounding taken within a hun­
dred yards, gave seventy fathoms of 
water. An inspection was Immediately 
made, but no apparent damage could 
be found, beyoad an extra amount of 
water to be pumped ; the keel appear­
ing to have taken all the blows.

“We landed at Cape Herschell,where 
we hoisted the Canadian flag; read (in 
the King's name) the proclamation 
taking fermai possession of Ellesmere 
Island and adjacent Islands, for the 
Dominion; and a copy of the proclam- 

/ atlon deposited In a large cairn, on 
the extreme point of the cape.”

Entering Smith Sound the Neptune 
entered Btah bay. “A few miles south 
of Btah,” says Mr. Low, "Is the lonely 
grave of Sontag, the astronomer; to 
the northward, a short distance of 
Lifeboat Cove, the place of trial of 
Kane and Hayes, and the wreck of 
the Polaris. On the western side of 
the sound is Chpe Sabine, where the 
final disasters, starvation and death 
met the Groely expedition; In fact, 
both shores of the sound are chiefly 
memorable, for the doath of the blast­
ed hopes of enthusiastic Arctic explor­
ers."
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FRANKLIN RELICS.
The visit of the expedition to Bechy 

Island, a few days later, is thus de­
scribed :

“At eleven o’clock on the morning 
of the 15th we dropped anchor in Er- 
ebua harbor, at Beechy Island, near 
the southwest end of North Devon. 
This Is one of the most Interesting* 
In the Arctics. Here Franklin winter­
ed for the last time, before passing, 
with hto ships the Erebus and Terror, 
to the westward; where finally all 
perished, on the shore of King Wil­
liams Island; or, In the attempt to 
reach civilization to the southward. 
Here was also established the head­
quarter» of all the Franklin relief 
expeditions sent out for years after­
wards in search of the missing ships. 
After fifty years numerous traces 
remain of these expeditions; the frame 
of a large storehouse stands en a shin­
gle terrace a few yards from the west­
ern shore of the harbor and close 
Under the high hill forming the point. 
Inside and In rows outside the build­
ing are many casks of provisions, in­
cluding peas, flour, oatmeal and cheese 
all destroyed by the weather. Scat­
tered about are hundreds of tins 
which once contained the Infamous 
Goldner patent rations, supposed to 
ljave been one of the direct causes 
ef the loss of the ill-fated expedi­
tion. Remnants of clothing and 
many leather boot soles also were 
râen, together with a tWe-wheeled 
cart of admiralty pattern. On the 
beach below are the wrecks of a 
large sloop and a lifeboat, left by the 
relief expeditions. Both have been 
badly broken by the Ice and portions 
o‘f the mahogany planking ef the life­
boat were taken for souvenirs. On a 
small terrace Immediately behind ti* 
house is a wooden cenotaph erected 
to the memory of Franklin and hte 
crews; and lying along side Is the 
Urge marble slab sent there by Am­
erican citizen» and left by McClintock 
in 1868, who attached a brass plate 
to it. We raised the slab and photo­
graphed it, and again 1«M K, Inscrip­
tion downward, along sMte the wooden 
monument. Should a cruiser' again 
visit this memorial «pot, material Mr 
a solid foundation for this slab should 
bo taken, as It cannot ho erected in
