Vimy Ridge
War Memorial

Canada’s memorial to her 11,000
missing in the Great War at Vimy
Ridge is to be delica‘ed in 1934. Ac-
cording to the London Observer, it is

The memorial
stands over the famous Grange Tun
nel, a vast network of underground
galleries excavated during ithe war
and used as assembly trenches for
une troops in the' battle of Vimy
Ridge. One of these subterranean
works was truck when the founda-
tion was built.
