These in all num-
ber about 100, of whom 40 are Ameri-
cans, and nothing has been heard
from them for the past four days. It
is believed that they are being es-
corted by Chinese troops in the direc-
tion of the Yangtse Kiang. The gov-
ernment has promised to submit to
the American legation a comprehen-
sive statement on the flood as soon
as the facts are available.

Shanghai, Sept. 10.—The Yangtse
river is 45 miles wide at places.

Moroccan Difficulty Led French
Financiers to Cut Off Cred-
its—Reply to France From
Berlin Not Satisfactory.

e

Paris, Sept. 10.—Germany's counter
proposals to those submitted by
France regarding the settlement of the
Morocean difficulty reached Paris
last night. M. De Selves, the foreign
minister, after taking cognizance of
them, immediately carried the docu-
ment to Premier Caillaux. The two
ministers made a lengthy examina-
tion of its contents and decided to
submit the counter proposals to spec-
ialists on Moroccan questions, notably
M. Regnault, the ¥French minister to
Morocco. When they have formed an
opinion the premier will call a meet-
ing of the cabinet, probably on Thurs-
day and lay the whole matter before
them for discussion.
In accordance with an agreement
made with the German government,
no communication was made to the
press concerning the text of the docu-
ment, but it is understood that Ger-
many in retusn for the recognition of
France having a free hand in Moroc-
co demands economic guarantees
which amount to privileges, and which
would be unacceptable not only to
France, but to all the other powers, as
they would practically suppresg com-
mercial equality in Morocco.
Financial Difficulties.
It appears certain that the financial
difficulties of Germany are partly the
result of the operations of French
finance, The German monetary world
was caught at a time when It was
unable to resist the sudden hostility of
the Paris bankers, who, three weeks
ago, began to cut off the credits which
in any way concerned Germany. A
good deal of Berlin paper is held in
Paris and considerable is held by the
Swiss banks, which are debtors of the
Paris bankers.
‘When the political situation was
taking on a dark phase, as an ordin-
ary measure of prudence, Frenth
financiers began calling in the debts
owed by Germany. German embarrass-
ment was immediately perceived and
this process was encouraged by the
French government as a diplomatic
manoeuvre.
A French banker of distinction who
has close relations with the govern:
ment returned here on Friday from
Berlin where he made a thorough ex-
amination of the situation. There Is
no disposition among the Paris bank-
ers to push matters too far, but they
explain that they desire the return of
their money at a time when appre-
hension concerning the political fu-
$irs o wobeie,

Distrust among the Germans of
thea owan government with reference
to finance is, in French opinion, going
to exercise a strong influence in set-
tling the Moroccan controversy. It is
known that the financial flurry has
been intensely annoying to German
statesmen.

WAR AMONG GRITS IN

Perth, N. B, Sept. 9—In the coun-
ties of Victoria and Madawaska, the
struggle for clean and better govern-
ment is a bitter one.

PREPARING TO CAPTURE
GANADIAN FISH TRADE

American Company Waiting
for Passage of Reciprocity to
Drive. Maritime Province
Fishermen Out of Business.

It has been frequently claimed that
the Fielding pact enables the big Am-
erican fishing concerns to capture the
fish business of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, and by eliminating the compet-
ition of the small Canadian firms, com-
pel our fishermen to accept any prices
they are pleased to give. That the
Americans recognize this possibility
and are already preparing to take ad-
vantage of it, is made evident by the
announcement that a big company is
being formed to carry on fishing opera-
tions from the Canadian coast, and
that it will probably have its head-
quarters at St. John.

The New York Journal of Com-
merce publishes the following article
regarding the organization of the new
company :

Plans are being completed  in the
formation of a new corporation which
will engage in the North Atlantic fish.
eries and possibly on the North Paci-
fic coasts. Strong financial interests
centred in New York and Boston are
supporting the formation, which only
awaits the signing of the reciprocity
agreement with Canada before the
final steps are taken.

The ground, it is stated, has been
thoroughly gone over by a competent
expert and the plans of the new com-
pany have been mopst carefully ar-
ranged ahead unptil little is left to
put everything in good running order.
The first branch of the corporation
will operate a fleet of the most up to
date steam {rawlers between Yar-
mouth and Digby, N. 8.
