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Health Without 
Drugging

M. d’Asonvel, a well-known savant 
of the Physiological Institute ef Paris 
In an address at the institute, said that 
electricity would be the medicine of the 
future. He showed that It is excellent 
for certain maladies and described the 
difference between sudden shocks and 
the slow method by which It pervades 
the system without the patient’s con­
sciousness.
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
