‘#® The French premier, M. Viviani,
thad more cheering news for the allied
tountries when, in the French Senate,
the expressed the belief that “the Al-
Jles can count on Italian co-operation
in the Balkans.”

There is naturally much speculation
as to how Italian and Russian assis-
tance will be afforded. Italy has a
jarge number of troops available, and
the means of moving them to the de-

ired spot, but Russia is handicapped
this respect, and there is an inclin-
@ation here to believe a report from
Rome that Petrograd has asked Rou-
manda to allow Russian troops to pass
dhrough her territory on the way to
4Bulgaria.

To grant such a request would be

nstrued by Germany as tantamount

a definite alliance with the En-

te, and would doubtless result in
‘Austro-German troops attacking Rou-
mania. This, it is thought, might
‘happen anyway, as Germany has al-
ready shown her displeasure with
Roumania’s refusal to allow muni-
tions to pass through to Turkey, and
pow. it is reported that Germany has
puspended the postal service and is
holding up all foodstuffs consigned to
Roumania over German railroads un-
ti1 Bucharest more clearly defines its
attitude toward the Central Powers.
Advance on Serbia a Failure Thus Far

These diplomatic questions are not
delaying the military operations. The
Austro-German and Bulgarian attacks
on Serbia are still proceeding. They
are, however, meeting with stern re-
sistance, and although under constant
attack since October 5th, the Serbians
gre giving ground only foot by foot.
fThe extent of the Bulgarian invasion
up to the present, according to a des-
fpatch from Nish, consists of an ad-
wance ever the frontier at one point
of a mile.

Berlin Admits British Drive but Claims
Attacks Repulsed,

Berlin, Oct. 14, (Via London.)—A
general attack by the British along al-
most the whole front from Ypres to
Loos accompanied by bombardment of
the Relgian coast, is reported in the
official statement of today from the
war office. All attacks of the British
are said by army headquarters to
have failed.

The official announcement regarding
operations on the western front fol-
low:

“While enemy monitors were shel-
ling the coast near Westende (Bel-
gium), and the artillery of the enemy,
was shelling our positions to the north
of Ypres without success, the British
began an attack behind clouds of
smoke and gas over almost the entire
front between Ypres and Loos. This
attack failed completely.

“At several places the smoke clouds
floated into the trenches of the ene-
my. Only at some small points to
the northeast and east of Vermelles
were the British able to obtain foot-
ing in our first line trenches. They
have since been driven out for the
most part, with hand grenades.

“Five attacks of the enemy, made
without the use of smoke clouds, but
with. strong forces, against the posi-
tions west of Hulluch were repulsed.

“South of Angres two machine guns
were taken from the enemy in a coun.
‘ter-attack, After the evacuation of
the position known as Kleinan Nestor,
which the French had retained on the
heights east of Souchez, 400 prisoners
remained in our hands.

“In the Champagne the French con.
tinued their attack on both sides of
Tahure with the most extreme bitter-
ness, Five attacks to the south and
two attacks to the north of the Ta-
hure-Souain road broke down .wlth a
severe loss to the attackers. At-
tempts at night attacks were quelled
at the very outset by our artillery fire,

“On Combres height a trench of
the enemy, 102 metres long, was blown
up by a mine.

“In the Vosges the French attempt.
ed to re-capture the positions which
they lost on the Schratzmannele. Their
attack broke down in:front of our en-
tanglements.”

Berlin, via Tuckerton, N. J., Oct. 14
—The Tagleblatt publishes a report
that the Italians have occupied twelve
islands in the eastern Mediterranean,
in connection with the new develop-
ments in the Balkan. This report was
forwarded from Budapest to the Tage-
blatt. The dispatch stated that Greece
had protested against the occupation
of these islands.

News despatches have reported that
a British submarine is inflicting great
losses on the German mercantile fleet
in the Baltic.

Manifesto Calling on Bulgarians to

Arm,

London, Oct. 15~—A despatch to
Reuter's, Telegram Company from
Sofia dated last night (Thursday)
says a Reuter manifesto has been is-
sued calling upon the Buigarian people
and army to defend the national soil,
“violated by a perfidious meighbor and
deliver their bretheren, oppressed be-
neath the Serbian yoke.”

The manifesto, the correspondent
says, refers to the great efforts made
by the king and government to pre-
serve the peace and make both groups
of belligerents reallze the great in-
justice done to Bulgaria by the divis-
jon of Macedonia.

Berlin Claims Russian

Berlin, Oct. 14—The Russian army
which has been advancing victorious-
ly in Eastern Galicia, is said by the
war office today to have been checked.

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CRUISER SUNK

IN NAVAL BATTLE

Stockholm, via London, Oct. 16—
The Aftonbladet’s frontier correspon-
dent says a naval fight has occurred
near Porkala, in the Gulf of Finland.

Foreign Secretary Deals With
Diplomatic Phase of the
Situation,

ALLIES ALL FIGHTING
FOR NATIONAL EXISTENCE

s

Every Means Compatible With
Fairness Were Used to Keep
Bulgaria From Joining Teu-
tonic Allies,

London, Oct. 14.—The diplomatic
rather than the military side of the
situation was the subjeét of Sir Ed-
ward Grey's eagerly awaited states
ment relative to the Balkan situation
which he delivered today to a crowds
ed House of Commons.

“I propose to confine myself,” tha
British Foreign Secretary said, ‘4o &
resume of our diplomatic objects since
the war. At the outset we desired
that the war should not spread and in
common with our allies we assured
Turkey that if she remained neutral
Turkey and Turkey's territory should
not suffer. This situation was com-
pletely changed by the entrance of
Turkey into the war and all obliga-
tions on the part of the allies then
ceased.

“We and our allies then concentrat-
ed upon securing an agreement among
the Balkan States and we used all our
influence to secure an accord. Un-
fortunately the feeling in the Balkans
is not one of union but of diversion.
It was clear nothing but a decisive
preponderating advantage for the al-
lies would have enabled us to secure
a policy of union.

“We were given to understand in the
course of the negotiations that except
with regard to Thrace the (Central
Powers had offered to Bulgaria more
to seoure her neutrality than the al-
lieg could in fairness offer, The prom-
ises which induced Bulgaria to declare
war were given by the Central Pow-
ers at the expense of her neighbors
and ‘without any corresponding advan-
tage to them.

“We have remained throughout on
friendly relations with Roumania, who
favored the policy of a Balkan union.

“It is the policy of bringing about a
Balkan war that the sovereigns and
governments of Germany, Austria-
Hungary and Bulgaria—the seover-
eigns and the governments—have suc-
ceeded in carrying into effect. We
were given to understand that in order
to secure a Balkan union there were
certain concessions Bulgaria would
require, especially in Thrace and
Macedonia.

“The allies were ready to do all in
their power to secure these for Bul-
garia, but to obtain the consent of
Serbia and Greece it was an essential
preliminary that Bulgaria take sides
with the allies against Turkey. In
other words, if Bulgania was to real-
ize her hopes and aspirations she
must co-operate in a common cause in
which the hopes and aspirations of
other neighboring states were en-
gaged,

Attack on Serbla Will But Make Allies
More Determined to Win at
Any Cost.

“It will be enough to say that these
reasonable hopes and aspirations were,
o the main, founded upon opportunity
to peoples of the same race, the same
sentiments and the same religion to
join themselves to a state under a
government most akin to them.”

Premier Asquith in the House of
Commons, declared to grant a day for
debate on Sir Edward Grey's state-
ment on the Balkan situation. In the
House of Lords the Marquis of Crewe
made a statement similar to that of
the Foreign Secretary and concluded:

“This attack on Serbia will only
make sterner and fiercer the determin-
ation of the allies to carry the war
through to a definite victory at what-
ever cost. Nothing has occurred in

any part of the world to weaken that
