Ottawa, Ont., July 27—An applica-
tion from the license holders of Hali-
fax for the disallowance of the Nova
Scotia prohibition act was argued to-
day before the justice department.

While no decision is expected imme-

Ciately it is not anticipated that the
applica will be granted. The case
thas occasioned a great deal of inter

n view of similar legislation by

other provinces.

Nova Scotia, before the prohibition
act was passed, was ‘“dry” with the
exception of the city of Halifax, and
althougl was not a government
measure but introduced by a member

of the opposition it passed with only

three dissentients, wiho represented
Halifax Licenses in Halifax were
4ssued on Feb. 10 and $30,000 revenue
was collected Licenses were abol-
ished in June and no refund was
made. The board of control of Hali-
fax favored returning the  license
money, but the council voted down
the proposal. The Nova Scotia tem-
perance alliance also favored return-

ing the money, but took no action re-

garding this, as they considered it a
matter between the city and the
license holders.

The petitioners argued today that
the law was an injustice, that the

license holders have suffered a heavy
pecuniary that there had been
mo compensation allowed, that there
bad been an interference with vested
rights and that while the legislature
had a right to abolish, it had no right
to legalize the retention of the money.
The petitioners pointed out that
eighty wholesales and ten retailers
were affected, while 153 clerks were

Grant of Halifax the Alliance.
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British GunsBlast Way
Into Delwille Wood

With the British army in the fleld,
July 27, via London, July 28—The
British went after Delville Wood
again today, and took it.

The Germans had been quiet be-
cause the British made no infantry
attack, but all the while the machine
guns bad been rattling and the artil-
lery had kept up a thunderous drum
beat in what before this offensive
would have been referred to as a vio-
lent artillery duel. So common-place
has the continued bombardment be-
come that one officer, whose post of
duty is with the transport, just out of

the range of the shells, complains
that he is awakened when there is a
lull at night.

This morning the British put on Del-
ville Wood the heaviest concentration
of shell fire in a given area ever di-
rected against fleld fortifications. Even
the gunners were amazed when they
computed its vwolume per minute in
preparing the way for the infantry.

German sniper in a tree, not a single
German machine but was to bs put out
of business by the tornado of blasts
Delville Wood has left Troies Weod

with a tame reputation. The infan-
try of both sides have no dugouts.

Snipers and machine gung watch
for any head that shows itself up.
Patrols who go out in the night en-
gage in hand-to-hand encounters. The
ash of a bursting shell may reveal
one patrol to another and give it the
advantage.

The British had nearly all Delville
Wood after the advance of July 14,
but the Germans got an enfilade ma-
chine gun and shell-fire on them and
took possession of the middle of the

=

wood and of the British dead, who
had fought to the last man.

But the British kept the southern
end of the wood and the adjoining vil-
lage of Longueval against repeated at-
tacks, raking the Germans with ma-
chine guns and shell fire.

When the infantry advanced this
morning they did not expect to recover
the wood, but before the charge had
finished they had taken all, except
about an acre of the northern end.

The troops engaged around Longue-
val and Delville, where the fighting
exceeds in ferocity for the possession
of the valuable ground anything yet
seen in the offensive, have been both
hardened regulars and new army bat-
talions. The mew army men, fresh
from the English drill grounds, when
put into this “Hell's crucible” have
shown the same racial stubbornness
as the regulars.

“No shell fire could be worse than
the way the teachers had pictured it
to us,” said one of the new men. “We
were expecting it all-—machine guns,
bombs, snipers, big shells and lttle
shells—and 8o we were not surprised.

The commander of one famous
division told the men if they were
good boys and fought well when they
attacked, July 14, they would not be
put permanently on the reserve, but
would have another chance in the
offensive.

They had a week of this uninter-
rupted orgy, and when they came out
to rest their commander informed
them they had made good and could

go back. The dustcoated veterans
cheered this announcement.

“How anybody comes cut of De!-
ville Wood alive is a micacle,” said
an officer who had been 11 the thick
of the struggle. “But I Enow men

who were bowled over five times by
shells, knocked down by branches oi
falling trees, whose scalps were cut
with machine gun bullets, and yet
came out.”

THE GIANTS
OF SERBIA

Kossovo - Day Heroes
Whose Memory Will
Never Fade.

Serbia i{s once more a conquered na-
tion, but she kept the anniversary of
Kossovo (June 28) all the same. It
has been observed religiously for more
than 500 years. Her women and chii-
dren mourn for the dead cavaliers who
fell in glorious conflict on the green
plain, fighting the infidel Turks, and
her army waiting round and about Sal-
onika will remember the great Czar
Lazar and the hero Milosh Obilitch,

The dress that the peasant women
wear all over Serbia, the long, straight,
white robe, heavily embroidered with
black wool round the hem and sleeves,
is worn as mourning for the mighty
captains who perished on the historic
battlefield that, to quote from a Turk-
ish. chronicler, “became like a tulip
bed, with its ruddy severed heads and
rolling ‘turbans,” for the Serbians will
never forget how bravely Lazar and
hig cavaliers fought till they fell. They
are proud of the glorious dead. They
talk of the great battle as if it had
taken place vesterday instead of five
centuries ago. In their own poetical
language they will describe how the
bright armor that the Serbians wore
gleamed like the lightning when the
cavaliers charged, and how the blades
of the Murkish sabres—those blades
that had flashed like diamonds at the
start of the combat, became as red as
hyacinths as the day wore on—the day
that heralded in Serbia’s long night of
servitude and oppression.

Cradle Ballads.

The ballads that have helped so
wonderfully to maintain the patriotism
and the courage of the Serbs, those
ballads that the mothers of Serbia
have sung to their sons as they nursed
them, are full of references to Kos-
sovo. We learn how the mother ot
the Jugovice prayed to God that He
would give her the e)es of a falepn and
the white wings of a ¢wan that she
might fly to the plain of Kossovo and
see how it fared with her nine sons.
Her prayer was granted, but she found
her sons dead. Her heart did not
break till next day, however, when at
dawn two coalblack ravens brought

her on their beaks the clay-cold hand
of her son Damian The mother
fondled the hand for some little time
then she softly spake before she died:

“0, my hand, my fresh green apple—

Where didst thou grow, where wert
thou plucked?

"Twas on my bosom thou didst grow.

The plucking, 'twas on Kossovo's
plain.”

Another ballad relates how the
maid of Kossovo went seeking her
lover, Milan of Toploja, who had
given her his fine glove of gold thread
and marked her thereby for his true
love, but where Milan lay the blood
had flowed so deep that the crimson
tide reached to the very stirrups of
the war steeds. Wailing bitterly, the
fair maid of Kossovo returned to her
father's house, crying out in her an-
guish that were she but to touch a
green pine tree it would wither.

Days of Freedom.

The day of Serbia’'s freedom came
round, however. The slavery of the
Turkish yoke was powerless to crush
a nationt which never ceased to re-
member their country’s past glories, a
nation which had the courage to keep
the fatal anniversary of Kossovo as a
festival day during the cruel years of
bondage, convinced that the freedom
they so ardently desired was bound
to come. And, true enough, the last
shackles of the Turkish chain were
severed when the Serbian crusade
against Islam finished under King
Peter in 1912, and Serbla rose up
proud and triumphant, once more the
shining tower of the east, anxious
only to dwell in peace.

But this was not to be. War was
forced on her, and then, after four
years of hard fighting, éhe was beset
at the same time by Germans, Mag-
yars, and Bulgars, and only the flight
into exile saved her army—that terri-
ble famine retreat which has cost
such a heavy toll of lives.

We remember approaching the plain
of Kossovo during the early part of
the retreat, riding slowly with the
army. The air seemed to beat and
quiver to the tramp of soldiers’ feet.
The men hardly spoke; they kept a
heavy silence as they marched, a
tragic silente.

“If only the dead could rise! Ah, it
only our dead herces could rise from
their graves on this plain and lead us
back into battle! Lazar, Milosh Obil-
itech, Kosanchich Ivan, why do you
slumber? Is Serbia to be lost a sec-
onl time?"

The Mighty Dead.

An cofficer riding with us rose up sud:
denly in his stirrups and addressed
the flowing plains, He spoke out of
the bitterness of his heart, aware that
what he asked was not to be—at least
so it seemed at the time, but now we
are not 8o certain, for who knows it
the Serbian herces of today may not
be inspired by the spirits of the mighty
dead?

Kossovo-day-—they keep it, the pale,
weeping women and children in pil-
laged and ravaged Serbia. Starving
mothers are whispering to their bun-
gry babes that a conquering army will
come to their help before long, that
they will not be allowed to perish,

Kossovoday—can you picture it at
Saloniks, where the Serbian troope
walt with their loins girded and the
hunger of the exile in their eyes?—
£ bering the liers who perish-

-

ed on the green plain of Kossovo, and
remembering the men who have fallen
during the present war, the Serbs on
whose shoulders the mantle of Lazar
descended, of Lasar and his knights,
the red robe of martyrdom.

Hall to Kossovoday, for it will be
followed by the day of victory! The
day when Serbia will leap up from the
dust and,’ binding her torn locks about
her foreheaud, will once more resume
her crown, and twisted in and out that
shining circlet will be the fadeless
laurel leaves that the living and the
dead have won for her on the fleld of
honor.

PROGLATION

BY HIS HONOR JOSIAH WOO0D,
D. C, L, LL. D, LIEUTENANT
GOVERNOR OF THE PROVINCE
OF NEW BRUNSWICK.

WHEREAS, the 4th of August, 19186,
Is the second anniversary of the de-
claration of war by Great Britain, and
whereas it has been proposed by the
Central Committee for National Patrl-
otic Organizations, with the approval
of the British Government, that public
meetings be held throughout the Em-
pire on that day, at which the follow
ing Resolution should be p

‘“That on this the second anni-
versary of the declaration of a
righteous war, this meeting of the
citizens of records its In-
flexible determination to continue
to a victorious end the struggle In
maintenance of those ideals of Lib-
erty and Justice, which are the
common and sacred cause of the
Allles.”

AND WHEREAS, the Executive
Councll of the Province has passed an
Order-in-Council authorizing a Procla-
mation to issue requiring the assemb-
ling of the people together on that
day for said purpose, we therefore
hereby request and enjoin that all
loyal citizens throughout the Province
do meet on said 4th day of August and
pass the said Resolution, and In view
of the gravity of the situation, and the
solemnity of the occasion, the day be
also observed by holding meetings of
a religious and intercessary, as well
as patriotic character.

GIVEN under my hand and seal at
Fredericton, the twentyfourth day
of July in the year of our Lord One
thousand nine hundred and sixteen,
and In the Seventh year of His Maj-
esty’s reign.
