Gen. Bir F, Forestier-Walker reaches

Even with this addition, the
British troops in Sonth Alrica—12,000
strong, if the two regiments just men-
tioned are reckoned—wonld need con-
siderable reinforcement to make abso-
lutely certain the result of a war with
the Boere. There would be less need,
perhaps, to despatch at once the 30,000
additions] troops which the war office
has ready to emberk if the strategical

ints were more securely held.

'he military authorities are bounnd
to act in accordance with the
exigencies of the politicsal situation,
and hitherto the colonial office has
sought to avoid any such direct menace
to the Boers ss the massing of large
bodies of men at the frontier posts. The
reporte of -the moving of regiments to
Mafeking and Laing’s Nek current in
©Oape Town last week proved fo be in-
eorrect,
willing to authorizs such such a move-
ment, or perhaps Generel Cox preferred
to awsit the arrival of th» new com-
mander at the Cape before sending the
troops to the frontier. However good
the reasons for delay may hitherto have
been, we believe that on military as
well as political grounds there should be
no l)nger any hesitation in making our
position in the northern cornerof Natal
abgolutely secure. Kimberley and
Mafeking should aleo be looked after,
but the point of primary importance is
Laing’s Nek.

This little corcerof Natal is the proba-
ble field of battl>, that is, if the Boers
realizs that their favored plain of blow-
ing up the Kimbe:l y Diamond Mines
and eecuriog the UnBe Railway, with
the aid of dis:ffected,Dutch colonists, is
not feasible. In any caee an attempt
will be made to seizs or destroy the
Charlestown tunnel, and so prevent or
greatly binder the invasion of the Trans-
vaal by troops from Natal. It thue be-
comes of the utmost importance that the
British gerrison at Charlectown should
be strong emough to resist any sudden
movement on the part of the Boere. In
order to understsnd thoroughly the im-

rtance of this tunnel it is necessary to

ear in mind the geography of the die-
tric'. As vewspaper readers cannot fail
to have detected, Charlestown is the
frontier town of Natal, and the spot to
yhich English corresponden! in
ohanpesburg - have to iravel in or-
der to despateh their telegrams free
from Boer censoring. But¢ Chailsstown
is more than a mere frontier telegraph
station. It commands the northern end
of Laing’s Nek and the railway tunnel
which rous through it. The whole
country is mountaicone, The traveller
from Darban has been ateadily climb-
ing up = 1l ever since his train lef; the
narrow belt of ccast land. ,The scenery
is very striking. Oan thesleft the Drak-
ensburg Range, which rises to.a height
of 10,000 feet, break down towazrds Natal
in megnificent precipices; on tha right
the Tugela river rune to join the waters
of the Buffalo Beyond Ladysmitn—an
important garrieon town—the valley, if
guch it can be cal:ed, contracts, and be-
comes & mere pass through the moun-
tains—we approach the gateway of the
Transvaal, At last, as the railway
rounds a stzep curve, & bold monatain
comes into eight. To the right of the
mountain and connecting it with a lower
hill, is & ridge, or “nek,” the “nek” be-.
ing pierced by a tunnel, into ‘which the
train plonges. The bold mountain
we have pagsed s Msjuba Hill,
the ridge ie Laing’s N3k, Th® nek ia
5,500 feet above gea level, and rises
somewhat steeply .ome 300 fest above
the general level £ the gountry; hence
the line pierces th. till instead of going
over it, & feat whi _ can, howaver, be
easily acoomplishc ®1™~ “a:;man on a
bicyele. Oa the Cho! sw: {n side the
ridge slopes more gently, theé town being
at an elevation of 5385 feet. Just be-
yond Charlestown the railway oromses

the Buffalo river—here a smasll stream—
and enters Transvaal. Immediate-
ly opposite to' Charlestown is Volksrnst,
the Boer frontier post, and not far north
is Heidelberg, which will be remem.
bered as the headquarters of the Tri-
omvirate dnring the war of 1880-8l.
From the Natal frontier to Johannes.
burg the distanca by rail is 170 miles,
which distance is covered by the quick
traine in two hours and three-guartera.

The imrportant point to remember is
that Laing’s Nek isthe only practicable
pass from Natal into the Transveal, and
that it and the rail=ay tunncel are whtol-
ly in British territory. The faci that
the dismstrous engagements of 188C-31
were fought on British soil gave an ad-
ditional poignancy to our grief, snd it is
the bounden duty of the authorities—
military and civic—!to take 'snch meag-
ures aa shall effactnslly prevent the re-
currence of any s milar dicastere. The
Boers are loudly proclaiming their un-
preparedness for war. In view of the re-
markable story recently told by our Preto-
ria eorrespondent as to their ammunition
being too 1srge for the Mauser rifies, we
need not doubt that this unpreparedness
existr. This, however, would render
much more probable an attempt on the
part of the Boers fo. seizs or blow up
the tunnel through Laing’s Nek,
and thus materially delay the
advance of the British troops on Jo-
hannesbur: and Pretoria. The likehood
of such action being atiempted is, of
courss, being considered by the military
authorities, and precaut.ons have, it is
asgerted, been taken to prevent the tun-
nel falling into the hands of the enemy,
An engineer officer from Ladyemith has
been at Charlestown on special service,
and troops have been moved up to New-
castle, which is lsss than twenty miles
aouth of the Nek. The question ia
whether a force twenty milea away is of
eny praciicable value in preventing a
sadden attack on the tunnel. What we
should like to see would be five thous-
and redcoats at Charlestown, not only fo
guard Leing’s Nek, but to be ready to
se z ' V:lkerust,and ae far o8 pesaible pre-
vent the Boers tearing up the ra'1way line
on their ¢ide in order to delay the ad-
vance on Johannesburg, For many
days past travellers to and from the
rand have noticed mysterious-looking
railway wagons at Volkerust station,
which wagons, according fo raumor, sre
loaded with dynamite intended to be
need in the blowing up of the tunnel.
The Boers are alzo credited with the in-
tention of dropping bomba fitted with
time fuees from paeeing traine. In what
particular way the attempt on the tunnel
would ba made does not 80 much matter,
but the thing tbat does maiter isto
make sure that the attempt ehall fail,
There is alteady & Boer commando at
Volksrust, and the railway officials have
been precented with Maunsers. Are the
British as fully prrepared as the Beers
appear to be? .

There comes a time when the sources
of diplomacy are exhausted. If and
when that time comes in our negotia-
tions with the Pretoria oligarchy, there
will be an exciting 24 hours on the Natal
border. The surest defence is often fo
strike a swift and haavy blow at the
enemy.

GIVEN TEN YEARS

FOR BRUTALLY BEATING A
LITTLE GIRL TO
DEATH.

Charles Lewitt Was Found Guilty
of Manslaughter—Mystery of the
Stolen Satchel Solved — Arrests
Made in the Case—Charles Brown
Badly Hurt.

FrepxricsoN, Sept. 26—The trial of
Oharles Dewitt, charged with the crime
of manslaughter, was concluded this
morning and the court adjourmed until
2 80, at which time Judge Wilson, under
whom the prisoner had been elected to
be tried under the Speedy Trials act,
announced the conviction of tte prison-
er and passed sentence on him of fen
years in Porchester penitentiary.

The jadge, in his charge to the prie-
oner, announced that Dr. Atberton, who
had been callad for the defence, agreed
with Dr. Vanwart that the clots of blood

\found on the child’s brain, and from

which it died, were caused by blows
struck on the child’s head.

During the couree of the sddrems his
honor wae interrupted by the prisoner,
who, with  tears streaming down his
face, 8aid: “I can swear that 1 never
used the stick on the child. Ihave been
a wicked man, perhaps it:s a good thing
to reform; but for Gad’s sake have mercy
on my children, i not on me.”

The judge, however, failed to discover
any extenuating circumstances and im-
posed the sentence already stated. The
prisoner will be taken to Dorchester to-
morrow morning in charge of Deputy
Sheriff Hawthorne.

The mystery surrounding the thefto
s satchel containing valuables to the
amount of $100 from Fred 8 Williams’
carriage while crossing the highway
bridge Thaursdsy evening has been
solved and Thomas Wright, Annie
Black and Jane Oree, all well known
characters, are under arrest charged
with being implicated in the bold rob-
bery. Everything was found in the
satchel with a few exceptions.

The prisoners were arraigned before
Col. Marsh $his morning and remanded
unt:1 Friday to allow farther investiga-
tion to be made.

Stanley Ebbett, linemsn for the N, B,
Telephone Co., and Miss Jennie Pollock
were married at the Methodist church
this morning. The happy couple left
for Digby on their wedding trip.

Charles Brown, of Maugerviile, re-
ceived injaries in & runaway accident
today from which he may never recover.
He was thrown from his wagon and
rendered unconscious. One of his wrists
was broken and he was badly bruiged.
Mr. Brown is 77 years of age.

I have carried a dinner pail snd
worked for day’s wages, and I have also
been an employer of labor, and I know
there is something to be said on both
sider. There is no excellence, per se in
poverty; rags are no recommendation;
and all employers are not rapacious and
higk-handed, any more than all poor
men are virtnous.

My heart goes out to the man who
does his work when the “boss” is away
a8 well as when he is at home. Aad
the man who, when given a letter for
Garoia, quietly takes the missive with-
out asking any idiotic questions, and
with no larking intention of chucking
it into the nearest sewer, or of doing
aught else but deliver it, never gets
“laid off.” nor has to goon a strike for
higher wages. Civilization is one long
aaxious search for just such individuals.
Anything such & man asks shall be
granted; his kind is o rare that no em-
ployer can afford to let him go. He is
wanted in every city, town and villase—
in every office, shop, store and iactory.
The world cries out for such; he is need-
ed, and needed badly—the man whocan
carry a message to Garcla.

Note.—The above very interesting ar-
ticle hes a history of its own. It was
originally written by Elbert Hubbard,
editor of Tre Philistine, lgpund in
March, 1899.

Chavged Feelings for England.

I did not wear my Anglo-Saxon hear
on my sleeve, or go about inviting ex-
pressions of gratitnde to England for
having, like Mr. G lbert’s House of
Lords:

“Done nothing in ar,
And done it vgry 3:533’“1

Yet evidences of a new tone of feeling
towards England met me on every hand,
both in the newspapers and in conver-
satior. The subjsect which I shrank
from introducing was frequently intro-
duced by my American acquaintancer.
It was evident that the change of feel-
ing, though far from wniversal, was real
and widespread. Americans who had
recently reiurned to their native land
after passing some years ahroad, luuzod
me that they were keerly conecious of
it. Many of my scquaintances were op-
posed to the pclicy which brought about
the Spanish war, and declared the bet-
ter mutuel understanding between Eng-
land and America to be its one good re-
sult. Others adopted the view to which
Mr. Kipling had eiven such far-echoing
expression, and frankly rejoiced in the
sympathy with which England regarded
America’s det>rmination to “take up the
white man’s burden.” In the Kipling
crsze as & whcle, afier making all de-
duactions, I could not but se> & symptom
of real significance. Ii was parily &
mere literary faghion, partly a resultof
personal and accidental circumstances;
but it aleo arose in no small degree from
& novel senge of kinship with the men,
and participation in tte ideals, cele-
brated by the poet of British imperial-
fom.—[William Archer in Pall Mall
Magazine. .

& maudlin and sickly religious senti-
ment of the emotional order, which is
always more or less sensual. The Jesu-
its may train the wel: born men, who
become army officers.

With the help of fashion and infrigue
the church may attain to a delusive
show of returning power. Bu$ there it
stops, for ite army is =il general staff,
The mass of the bou geoise and the
peasants (it is tuperflous to speak of the
town workmen, for whom the priest is
only the deepised fooard) have a deep
rooted edvy and fear of the clergy es &
power. Against the inert force of re-
ristance a1l blandishments and all in-
trigues are vain.— [Black wood.
