The summary of the proccedings of the
board’s council showed that:

Change in Partridge Island Whistle Recom-
mended.

Since the la:tt regular monthly meeting
of the board of trade the following mat-
ters were dealt with:

The comunittee on the improvement of
safeguards in the approach to the har-
bor of S&t. John by the Bay of Fundy has
made a supplementary report recommend-
ing that the fog whistle on Partridge Isl-
and which now blows tem seconds each
minute, be changed to give double blasts
of five seconds at intervals of one minute,
thus:

Blast—5 seconds. Silent—5 seconds. Blast
—5 seconds. - Silent—45 seconds.

. This report has been received and
adopted and copies sent to .the St. John

mambers of parliament, the minister of"

marine and Senator Ellis, and a com-
mittee of the bcard has interviewed the
Hon. A. G. Blair on the whole question
of the improvements of tthe safeguards in
the Bay of Fundy approaching the - St.
John harbor, and Mr. Blair has promised
his suppont.

The president has received a communi-
cation from the Halifax Herald asking
him to confribute an anmticle on “St.
John trade Connegtions with the South
Shore of Nova Scotia,” to a special edi-
tion of the Herald, soon to be published.
A committee has been appointed to at-
tend to the matter, and the whole ques-
tion of the South Shore service is under
consideration.

The common council has notified the
council that their mequest in regard to
placing & gas buoy at the Foul Ground
has jbeen referred to the board of public
works to gccmsider.

The council has accepted the offer of
E. L. Skillings to give the board of trade
free of charge, 1,000 copies of an illustrat-
ed eight-page paper discriptive of St.
John, on coadition fthat the board of trade
allows the heading “Saint John, New
Brunswiick, Board of Trade Edition” to
be msed and that the board of trade
guarantees that the copies furnished be
distributed by mail or otherwise.

The aceptance of Mr. 1. L. Skillings’ of-
fer by dhe counci is conditional on the
letter press, being subject to the approval
of the vice-president.

The question of the proposed fast trans-
Atlantic line has been referred to the com-
mvittee on safeguards in the Bay of Fundy.

The week in whidh the Duke and Duch-
ess of Cornwall and York visited St.
John was observed by the board as a
“Merchants’ Week.” A circular was pre-
pared by a committee to whom the mat-
ter was referred, 2,400 of which were
ddlivered by the board of trade through-
out Now Brunswick, P. E. Island, and
pant of Nova Scotia, asking merchants and
traders 1o take advantage of the low fares
to visit St. John merchants with whom
they do business, while taking in the fes-
tivities. Copies of the circular were also
sent to the principal newspapers through-
out the country. A large number of per-
sons visited the city at that time and it
is hoped that bath our merchants and the
vigitors will be bencfited by the action
taken by the board.

The Beaver Lire

The counecil has supported the applica-
tion of the Beaver line steamships com-
trolled by the Elder-Dempster S. 8. Com-
pany, for the subsidy of $20,000 granted
for a direds steam service between St.
John and Liverpool during the winter sea-
son cof 1901-2, on condition of there not
being less than ten round trips and a
committee has interviewed the uvon. A.
G. Blair on the subject.

On the 16th October the Hoa. C. A.
Duff-Miller, agent general for New Bruns-
wick in London, met the council and
other members of the board at the beard
rooms and addressed them on the work
being done through the New Brunswick
agency in Londom, dwelling especially on
the question of immigration.’ A very in-
teresting discussion took place on the sub-
jeet referred to by Mr. Duff-Miller, and
it was suggested that committees might
be formed throughout the province to
send the agent general reliable informa-
tion as mo farms available for intending

nts.

Sir Christopher Furness was invited by
the vice-president on behalf of the board
to wvisit St. John while on his way - to
Montreal and inspect our harbor and
wharf facilities. Sir Christopher tele-
graphed and wrote expressing his regret
at being unable to alter his arrangements
so that he could visit St. Jchn.

A letter from the deputy minister of
marine in reference to the placing of a
lightship at the Lmrdher Shoal has been
referred to the full board and will be read
at this meeting.

Lurcher Lightship Matter.

After adopting the council’s report, Sec-
rotary Allison read Mr. Goudreau’s letter,
which was: ‘

Ottawa, 16th Oct., 1901

Sir,—With reference to your letter of
the 2nd dast., addressed to the acting
minister of marine and fisheries, enquir-
ing when the lightship would be ready
to be placed in position at Lurcher Shoal,
and my communication of the 8th inst.,
intimating that the chief engineer of the
department was then absent from Ottawa,
but that on his return I would have him
report as to the placing of the lightship.
I have had to inform you that the chief
engineer adviscs me that the instructions
he received from the late minister were
that mothing was to be done in the way

of providing a lightship until he had an
opportunity of examining the shoal to as-

certain if a permanent lighthouse could
not be built on it and that his time has
been so fully occupied during the last
year that it thas been physically impossible
for him to go to the Bay of Fundy. He
has, however, written to the agent at St.
John informing him that he mxm join-
ing the Lamsdowne after the inst.,
and that as soon as he gets down he will
examine Lurcher Shoal.

In the meantime there is a parliament-
ary appropriation for the construction of a
lightship, and the United States Light-
house 15oard have furnished the depart-
ment with plans of one of their best
Atflantic lightships, on which the -depart-
ment can obtain tenders with very few
changes. As soon as the chief engineer
has satigfiel himself in regard to Lurcher
shoall and has reported to the department,
some action will at once be taken.

President Jarvis said it was a disap-
pointing letter to the board and also to
the representatives of St. Joha in parlia-
ment. It had been taken for gramted that
the appropriation would be carried out.
Mpr. Blair was astonished that the work
was not going on. No blame attached
to Mr. Blair or Col. Tucker. An appro-
priation was made by parliament . and
plans secured, but the late minister had
directed that iavestigation be made as
to placing a lighthouse on the shoal. Mr.
Blair had written ithat there was several
fedt of water on the shoal. Mr. Jarvis
thought it was just as well to try to
build a lighthouse in the middle of the
Atlantic. He could not understand the
letter. It looked as if Major Gourdeau
had neglected the matter and the letter
was a pretext. Mr. Jarvis repeatéd thal
there was no blame to be afttached to the
board or the city representatives. It
looked as if Mr. Blair had not been treat-
ed with proper courtesy. It did appear
as if Mr. Blair should have been notitied
by the late minister of the change which
had been made. '

Mr. Hatheway thought the inexcusable
delay should be condemned. Very great
inefficiency was shown on somebody's
part. That the second officer of the mar-
ine department should, after the money
was appropriated, coolly say he’d take his
own opinion, was more than the board
sghould stand. It should be known by
the board delegation to Ottawa how the
Canadian people were being affected by
the megligence of some one.

No formal action was taken, but the
matter will probably be taken to Ottawa
by the delegation.

Mr. Hatheway again brought wup the
matter of state-owned sea and land tele-
graphs. He gave motice of the following
resolution which he will move at the De-
cember meeting of the board:

“Resclved, that the dominion ‘govern-
ment should, as a matter of policy, recog:
nize the principle of state ownership of
all Canadian land and ®ea telegraph lines
and -should apply that principle as often
as opportunity offers and as speedily as
circumstances will admit.

“ond. That in all arrangements for con-
necting by telegraph any portion of the
dominion with any part of the globe, ;pro-
vision should be made for ultimate state
ownemship.” :

Summer Service to Liverpool.

W. I'. Hatheway brought up the ques-
tion of steamship service to Idverpool
from here in summer. Two years and a
half ago the government of New Bruns-
wick took up the matter. 'Lhe govern-
ment was very anxious about it then. He
thought they should be approached again.

The secretary will confer with Mayor
Danieél upon the subject.

Sheriff R. R. Ritchie and The Imperial
Fire Insurance Company were elected
members of the board.

President Jarvis spoke of the efforts
being made to sccure the shipment of
1,600 horses from Canada, through 8t.
Johm, instead of via Portland. All that
could be had been done. He also referred
to the dredge International coming here
via Digby. In this conmection. he touch-
ed upon the subject of dredging the har-
bor entrance. He had been unable to
learn just what work the International
was to do here; it might only be coming
for openitions at the head of the harbor.

Franco-Canadian Contract.

The secretary read the terms of con-
tract with the dominion, under which the
Franco-Canadian line of steamers is to be
employed. The contract states that the
company controlling the line is the
Franco-Canadian Steam Navigation Com-
pany. The contract is for 10 years, ter-
minating July 1st, 1911. The steamers are
o be not Iess than 2,500 tons. After the
firdt year not less than half the fleet must
be under the British flag. T1'ney must be
capable of accommodating 50 first-clas¢
and not less than 500 steerage passengers.
Those employed the first year must be of
not less than 10 knots, and in succeding
years the minimum will be 12 knots. The
company is uider the laws of Krance.
Man'treal and Quebec are the summer
ports, Halifax and St. John the winter.
Havre and Bologne are the French ports
of call with option of extending the ser-
vice to Mediterranean ports, but the first
call after leaving (lanada must be at a
French port, and the last call before leav-
ing for Canada musit be at a French port.
There must be 18 round trips. From July
to October, and May and June there must
be two trips a month, from November
to April one a month. The subsidy is
at the rate of $50,000 a year and propor-
tionate increase for enlarged service, the
total not to exceed $100,000.

Mr. Hatheway thought it a very slow
service at a very high price.

G. Fred Fisher brought up the matter
of circulation of worn and mutilated coins.
He offered the following resclution on the
matter:

Mutila‘ed Coins.

“Resolved, that in the opinion of the
St. Johin Board of Trade the circulation
of worm and mutilated silver coins is
demoralizing and that it is desirable that
the several boards of trade of the domin-
jon of (anada should unite in memorial-
izing the department of trade and com-

merce, asking for the introduction of leg-
idation providing for the calling in of
wom and mutilated Canadian coins, and
their redemption at a discount or dis-
counlts, only large enough to protect the
government against fraud.”

Affter some discussion this was allowed
to stand as a notice of resolution, and in-
formation on the subject will be gleaned.

Mr. Hatheway wanted something done
towards having a whistle placed on Negro
Head where the Ammenia went ashore.
There was demand for it, he said.

A resolution from the Vamcouver

Board of Trade, in reference to the estab-
lishment in Canada of the metric system,
was tabled.

SACKVILLE'S STORY
TOLD BY HIMSELF,

!

British Peerage Attacked by
Breath of Scandal.

CONSPIRACY ALLEGED.

Lord Sackville Reveals Secret of His
Early Life, When Claimant to His
Estates Appeared in Madrid--
The Latter Was an lllegitimate
Son.

Lonédon, Nov. 5.—Telegrams from Madrid
have been published within the last few days
referring cautiously to an alleged scandal,
or as some despatches describe it, a ro-
mance in connection with the British peer-
age. A cabled outline of the story stated
that a Madrid claimant says he is the son of
Lord Sackville, better knmown to Americans
as Sir Lionel Sackville-West, the former
British minister at Washington. This is
perfectly accurate, but the English news-
papers, with the fear of fthe libel laws be-
fore their eyes, have not mentioned the fact,
though the action of the claimant in
styling himself Henry Sackville-West suffi-
ciently indicates the peerage in question.

The story as told in Madrid by the man
calling himself Henry Sackville-West is that
in 1853 Lord Sackville, ‘'who was then 26
years of age, and was acting as British
comsul, became entangled in the meshes of
a beautiful young Spanish dancer mnamed
Pepita Duran. Ultimately he married her
and had by her three daughters and one
son. This son, who is mow a man of 35,
declares that he is the heir to the title and
the family estates.

Conspiracy Alleged.

Lord Sackville’s London lawyers say it
is -a blackmailing comspiracy, that Pepita
Duran was never more than his lordship’s
mistress, and that she married Antonio de
la Oliva, & dancing master in Madrid. The
claimant retorts tnat Oliva really married
another dancer named Mercedes Gomez, and
that the certificate of this marriage had
been produced. The lawyers’ reply to this is
the production of the church certificate of
the marriage of Pepita Duran and Oliva,
but against this must be set the undeniable

lawyers say the register was tampered with
recently, the reason for which they are not
quite certain of, but théy hint that Henry
Sackville-West is engaged in a big fraud,
which will inevitably lead him to the gal-
leys. The priest who had charge of the
church register recently decamped to Buenos
Ayres, which makes an additional complica-

tion.

When Henry Sackville-West first began
hinting at what he suspected, Lord Sack-
ville's lawyers sent to Gibraltar, where
some of Peptia’s old companions were liv-
ing, to induce them to sign a declaralion to
the effect that she had married the dancing
master Oliva. The claimant, who has just
returned from fighting as a volunteer against
the Boers, also went to Gibraltar, and now
declares that the signatories to the declar-
ation asked for by the lawyers assure him
that they did not kmow what they were
signing, as the document was in English,
which they do not understand. Such is the
story which is current in Madrid, where in-
terest in the case is keen, and where much
sympathy is expressed for the claimant.

Lord Sackville’s Story.

Lord Sackville’s own story, however, puts
a ditterent complexion on the affair. He is
now a feeble old man, who is speniing the
evening of his days at Knole rark, in a
grand old Norman casue, He is practically
a recluse, but consented to see an inter-
viewer, and when convinced of the impos-
sibility of hushing the scandal up, wld a
clear story of the affair. He said: i

“]t is quite true that I had a mistress in
Madrid. Her name, however, was not
Pepita Duran, but Pepita de la Oliva, for
she was married to Antonio de la Oliva just
before I met her. Therefore the suggeston
that she was my wife is palpably uatrue.
1f she had been irece I should probably have
married her, for 1 loved her, so much so,
indeed, that we lived together in perfect hap-
piness until she died, just 16 years ago.
never put another woman in her place, and
shall mever marry. My brother will suc-
ceed me here.

‘‘Pepita Oliva bore me four children, a son
and three daughters. My son v been
treated by me in all respects as though he
were my legitimate ofispring, but he has
repaid me with gross' unfilial ingratitude,
which has culminated in this scandal and
apparently attempted fraud. My eldest
daughter long ago married a French gentle-
man of distinguished family. My second
daughtef, by a family arrangement, married
her cousin, my nephew, the eldest son of
my only brother, and therefore heir-pre-
sumptive to the title and estates. My third
daughter, who is mow 25 years of age, is
living in London with a chaperon, angd is
well looked after. All three girls are very
beautiful and very like their mother.”

Inquiries here and at Madrid verity Lord
Sackville’s version of the story. Henry
Sackville-West, as he calls himself, is there-
fore in law Henry Oliva, as illegiumate
children by the laws of England take their
mother’s name. Those who know him are
surprised that he had the courage to start
such a oconspiracy., They say Lord Sack-
ville’s story is beyond serious dispute, so
that if there has been any forging or tam-
pering with documents in Madrid or else-
where it has been the work of others. These
people say that they are certain that Henry
Oliva’s only aim is to compel his father to
buy his silence, and that he will not dare
to take the case into the searching light of
a law court,

Some of His Public Life

Lord Sackville is now 74 years old. He
was British minister to the United States
in the first Cleveland-Harrison campaign,
and during that contest received a letter
from a California man who signed himself
“Murchison,” declarad that he was a for-
mer british subject, and asked an expression
of opinion on the diplomatic questions pend-
ing between Great Britain and the United
States for the purpose of determining his
vote. Lord Sackville rveplied, intimating
that President Cleveland’s re-election would
be satisfactory to England, and his letter
was made public. His passporis were prompt-
ly given to him and he returned to Eng-
