Recognizing the
importance of maintaining a high stan-
dard of excellence for dairy products, my
government will ask you to consider a
measure to provide for the inspection and
stamping of creamery butter.

Your attention will be called to the
advisability of adopting measures to en-
courage the raising of sheep, for which
the province seems well adapted, and the
importance of which, if it were extensive-
ly and successfully carried on, could not

¥ be over-estimated.

| My government, bsing impressed with
?the necessity which exists for horses of
'heavy draught, the department of agri-
culture will, with your approval, take
stzps in the near future to import a large
number of brood mares of this class for
distribution and sale in the various coun-
ties of the province.

I can rely with confidence upon your
giving most careful consideration to thes_e
matters, recognizing as you do that agri-
!culture is one of the greatest and most

i Railway Construction.

During the past year, substantial and
| (considering the unusually difficult char-
iacter of the work) fairly satisfactory pro-
'gress has been made in the construction
of the Intercolonial Railway, which is
to extend from Campbellton, the head
of navigation of the Bay Chaleur, to the
St. John River. The legielature has, as
you are aware, authorized the guarantee
of the company’s firsi mortgage bonds for
fifty miles, and as it is expected that the
road will be completed for this distance
early in the coming season, and the' com-
pany is desirous of commencing in the
spring the work of construction from the
St. John river end, as well as to build
west: from the present terminus, it has
applied for a further guarantee of b01_1ds
to enable it to complete the whole line
at an early date. You will be asked to
consider a measure to enable me to grant
the additional assistance needed to com-
plete this very important provincial yvork.
‘At the same time, however, you will .be
invited to consider whether, as a condition
of the rendering of such further assist-
ance, the company shauld not be required
to convert the bonus or subsidy which the
legislature has granted, into a loan, and
have the same secured by mortgage upon
the company’s railway and rolling stock.

Forestry Convention.

In acordance with the legislation enact-
ed at the last session, my government
has summoned a forestry convention, to
be held on the twentieth and twenty-first
days of the present month. I trust it
will be a very representative gathering,
and will be attended not only by experts
in forestry from other ‘provinces of the
Dominion -and from the United States,
but by large numbers of our own people,
to take part in the comsideration of the
important matters which will be brought
before the convention. "

You will bs pleased to learn that since
I last met you, thé preliminary work ne-
cessary in connection’ with the undertak-
ing for <the develdpment of the water
power and establishment of large indus-
tries at the Grand Falls is making satis-
factory progress, and I have reason to
believe that the work of development will
be commenced within a few months.

My government, having ground for
thinking that valuable deposits of iron ex-
ist in the counties of Gloucester and Char-
lotte, has, by providing drilling machines
owned by the province. encouraged pros-
pecting to & considerable extent in those
counties.
