By an

act of folly and ignorance rarely equaled,
the Govermment has relinguished the

treaty granting the freedom of the Straits

of Malaceadto our commerce; an«d.has in-

volved us in the Ashantee war. Honor

requires the vigorous prosecution ot the

latter, but it will be the duty of Parlia-

ment hereafter Lo inquire into the origin

of this costly and destructive coutest.

The argument for the extension of house-

hold suffrage to the counties is fallucious,

and no one has argned more strongly

against the contemplated assimilation of
the franchise than the Premier. Sucha

measure will involve the disfranchise-

ment of the smaller boroughs. The

impending elections are most important

for the future of the kingdom. Though

there is reason to hope that the Pre-

micr is not a' present opposed to the Na-

tional institutions, yet his adhwreuts in-

clude the assailunis of the mouarchy,

those opposed to the independence of the 4
House of Lords, and the partisans of
Home Rule, Some even urge the dis-
establishment of the English Church.
His most trusted colleagues openly con-
cur in the desire to thrast religion from
National education. 4

Mr. Disraeli coucludes as follows :

These are solemn issues, claiming a
discnssion when Europe is more deeply
ssirred than since the Reformation, when
civil and religious liberty mainly depend
upon the strength and -stability of Eng-
land. I ask a re-clection to resist the
impairment ot her strength, and to sup-
port her inperial sway.

Mr. Foster has issued an address to his
constituents. He upholds the existing
education act. Mr. Lowe, in a similar
address, replies categorically to Disraeli’s
criticisin. He shows how that which was
characterized as ‘‘unenergetic adminis-
tration” has carried the country through
the crisis of a Kuropean war withouat
compromising its diguity or giving offence
to cither party. ‘Lhe Government trusts
and believes that it has established per-
manent reiations of friendship and good
will with the United States. Mr. Bright's
address is expected to-morrow.

A stomach was analyzed and arsenic
found there.

A large meeting at which many wo-
men were present was held in Fall River,
Mass., Tuesday night in favor of the ten
hour law. Resolves embodying the
spirit of the gathering were adopted,
one of which says: “We demand a ten
hour law. of the Legislature -and- pro-
nounce any member of that body- that
opposes, unfic for his place.”

The Papal bull, signed May 28, 1873,
for regulating the iiéxt Papal clection,
provides for the suspension of all those
‘[1aws relating to the place where the elec-
tion is to be held—that is, in the place
where the Roman Pontiff may have died
—and also these laws regarding the cere
monies, which by no mecans constitute
the  character of a canonical election.
The Cardinals are absolved frem their
oaths to observe the constitutions with
these provisions, and arve pérmitted to
fix the day of the future clection; but
they are forbidden to discuss the subject
of the successor as long as the present
Pope lives. - 'The reason for, these provi-
sions is because ¢ circumstances have so
changed that everything is to be feared
from crafty men who only call themseives
Catholics, as well as from those belong-
ing to the bands of heretics.”

A despatch from Fultoh, N. Y, on the
Oswego river, says' the most extensive
flood known there fori20 ycars is mow de-
vastating the lower poilions of''the vi'-
lage, occasioned by Ingh water in the
river and the damming up of alarge quar-
tity of.
