Discovery of a Remarkable Attempt
to Destroy a Block of Buildings.
New York, Jan; 8.

- On Monday afternoon a tinsmith, while
repairing the roof of 79 and 81 Murray St ’
occupied by Platt & Boyd, discovered a
pumber of freshly bored auger holes in the
souttle. ‘He inforined theiclerk, who called
in Fire Commissioner Galway. An jnves-
tigation showed that auger holes had also
been bored in the scuttle of 83.

At the foot of the ladder leading from
the roof stood a piece of board, on which
werg fasteped three;tin candlgqtiogn, each
héldiog a piece'of ‘chndle partislly!barned,
and a ball of fuse between three and four
hundred feet in length. Another fuse ran
from the ladder down to the top floor and
along tbe front of the building to the
hatchway; thence down two stories'to the
third floor; thence back to the stairway in
the rear, and down to & door leading out
on the landing ot the second floor, adjoin
ing. the premises of William . Kidd, a
liquer dealer, in"the next house. On the
s2cond and tup floors the luse rested on
brown fuse paper, on which gunpowder
had been strewn. Oo the upper fluor was
a joist of sufficient length to reach from
one scuttle to another, with several lines
of fuse and a pieee of oiled canvas enclos-
ing scveral other lines tacked on it. in
tha water cioset on tho shird fluor was
found a small screw driver, a’ plate for
marking barrels, and a piece of iron about
eighteen inches in length. :

Kidd was arrested and his premises
searched. A brace and bit were found
which titted the holes in the scuttle. Isaac
~hephard, an employe of Kidd, testified
Lefre the Fire Marshal yesterday thut he
saw Kidd with the nuger on Satuiday. A
